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Abstract. The article presents an overview of modern conceptual approaches to introducing of innovative management technologies in
public administration. Various strategies and methods are also being considered that will help improve the efficiency of government
management and improve the quality of public services provided. Special attention is paid to examples of successful implementation of
innovative practices in various countries, as well as to the identification of key principles that can be applied in practice to achieve
optimal results. The article examines the impact on the business environment of the country, citizens, and third, on the state apparatus itself
through the introduction of innovative management technologies in public administration.

Keywords: Innovations, innovative management technologies, public administration, digitalization.

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Introduction

Today, introducing of  innovative

technologies in any field of activity, including in
the public administration system, does not raise
any doubts, since in the era of digitalization,
hundreds and thousands of new technologies are
created every day in the world. However,
approaches and methods for introducing such
technologies raise concerns. The environmentally
friendly and efficient implementation of innovative
technologies requires special approaches, which in
turn require comprehensive analysis. As is known,
the concept of «innovation» comes from the
English word innovation - the process of creating,
disseminating, and using innovation, which
contributes to the development and increase in the
efficiency of economic entities. At the same time,
innovation is not only an innovation but also a
conscious improvement that precedes deep
reflection. An important aspect is that innovation is
always accompanied by the destruction of existing
traditions and socio-economic, organizational, and
management norms [1].
In addition, the innovativeness of management
technologies in the public administration system
can affect decision-making processes, the
implementation of projects and programs, and the
assessment of the effectiveness of government
programs and policies. This may include systems
analysis methods, scenario planning, gamification,
and the use of design methods to develop public
policies.

In this article, under innovative
management technologies, the authors consider
technologies such as electronic information
platforms, digitalization and digital transformation
in public administration.

In 2021, the Concept for the Development
of Public Administration in the Republic of
Kazakhstan until 2030 (hereinafter referred to as
the Concept) was adopted, the purpose of which is
to build a service-based and «human-cenetring»
model of public administration [2]. According to
objectives 3 and 4 of the Concept, government
agencies must be in search of new and innovative
solutions to problems, as well as use modern
methods of providing services. At the same time,
to increase the efficiency of government agencies,
a project approach will be introduced and issues of
project management will be regulated.

Kazakhstan plays a special role in the introduction
of innovative technologies; one of the main
documents of the country’s strategic planning is
the Concept of digital transformation, development
of the information and communication technologies
industry, and cybersecurity for 2023 - 2029, the
purpose of which is to collect and process data
from both government information systems and
systems of commercial organizations - digital
collection of statistical, financial, tax information,
as well as those that today are subjects of control
and monitoring. [3].

The 2014 OECD Recommendation on Digital
Government Strategies views the phenomenon of
digital transformation in public administration as a
shift from e-government to digital government,
from the use of technology to support government
processes to the use of technology to shape
government outcomes (OECD , 2014). Digital
government in this approach is based on an
ecosystem that includes both government, and non-
government organizations, businesses, citizens'
associations and citizens providing production, and
access to data, services and content based on
interaction with the government [4] .

Literature review

Conducting a literature review on this topic,
several scientific works devoted to innovative
management technologies in the public sector will
be highlighted. For example, Klijn, E. H., &
Teisman, G. R. (2006) explored barriers to public-
private partnerships for innovation management
[3], Bryson, J. M., & Roering, W.

D. (2014) discusses the role of management and
governance in the public sector to promote
innovative and collaborative projects.

Author Clifford A. (2022), notes that innovation is
not just success, it is work that requires systematic
and rational work, well organized and managed to
achieve results [5]. The definition of the concept of
«management innovation» in their work is given
by several options by the authors Anaphat N. and
Supawadee H. (2023) One of them is that
management innovation is focused on creating new
things, changing results for the better, and
increasing efficiency, effectiveness, and
satisfaction. Also, management innovation is a new
concept, methods and processes in organizational
development, work processes and service
delivery, resulting from the
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creation, development, improvement, expansion or
application of knowledge and various practices,
leading to the development of efficiency,
effectiveness, quality of public productivity [6].
Emre Cinar, Christopher Simms (2024), in their
work, consider the concept of “innovative
technologies in public administration” as the
adoption, creation, or development of ideas,
objects and practices that are new units for making
management decisions (Public sector innovation in
context: A comparative study of innovation types
Emre  Cinar,  Christopher ~ Simms,  Paul
Trott&Mehmet Akif Demircioglu). Rogers (1983,
11) defines innovation as “an idea, practice, or
object that is considered new to an individual or
other unit of adoption.” In the context of states,
governments and bureaucracies, he also quotes
Benjamin Franklin, who argued that to change
harmful customs and introduce better ones, it is
necessary to overcome people's prejudices, educate
them and show them how the proposed changes
will benefit them, which is not an easy task [7] .

Some authors give different interpretations

of such concepts as "management

technologies" and
"management technology". Antonio Barreta,
Cristiano Busco (2011) define the concept of
"management technologies" as covering a wide
range of methods and tools used for effective
management of the organization as a whole, the
purpose of which is to increase the overall
efficiency and adaptability of the organization to
changes. At the same time, the concept of
"management technology" implies a narrower focus
on the use of specific techniques and procedures
for the implementation of management functions,
the purpose of which will be to ensure the
systematization and control of task performance, as
well as to maintain standards and rules. In general,
management technologies are more extensive and
strategically ~ oriented,  while  management
technologies focus on specific procedures and
regulations necessary for the performance of
management functions [8].

Based on the literature review, several
barriers associated with innovation based on open
government data (OGD) have been identified.
Dawes, Vidiasova, and Parkhimovic (2016) apply
a sociotechnical perspective to show that these
innovation barriers arise not only from issues with
the provenance and quality of data, such as
reliability, completeness, technical and
semantic

compatibility but also issues with privacy and
confidentiality, but also relate to management
issues, including fear of misinterpretation and
misuse of data, lack of appropriate legislation or
uniform policies regarding data release, and lack of
awareness of differences between levels of
government or departments. For example, Klein et
al. (2017) use open data practices in the Dutch
public sector to show that governments may be
technically capable of publishing large amounts of
data, but they will not realize significant benefits if
the applications are not aligned with departmental
core missions or are inconsistent with existing
management and institutional structures.The
widespread dissemination and constant
development of information and communication
technologies have an impact on all spheres of
society, including management processes and
interaction with clients in government and non-
government sectors. New technologies change the
way people and their organizations interact, make it
possible to create new types of products, and lead
to qualitative changes in the economy and social
sphere.Such changes in the literature are called
«digital transformation» - a set of changes in
society associated with the introduction (mastery)
of modern information technologies (digital
technologies). Until now, the concept of «digital
transformation» has not received an unambiguous
definition. In a broad sense, digital transformation
refers to changes in all aspects of society associated
with the use of digital technologies (Stolterman &
CroonFors, 2004).

Digital transformation is considered a key
trend characteristic of various industries and
sectors of the economy and social sphere (Gray &
Rumpe, 2017). Digital transformation strategies are
often aimed at changing products, processes, and
organization of activities (including management)
based on the use of innovative technologies
(Mattetall., 2015), as well as creating new
opportunities for interacting with consumers and
meeting their needs (Berman, 2012).

In the Decision of the Supreme Eurasian
Economic Council «On the Main Directions for the
Implementation of the Digital Agenda of the
Eurasian Economic Union until 2025» «digital
transformation» is defined as a manifestation of
gualitative, revolutionary changes, consisting not
only of individual digital transformations, but in a
fundamental change in the structure of the
economy, in the transfer of centers for creating
added value to the
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sphere of building digital resources and end-to- end
digital processes. As a result of digital
transformation, a transition to a new technological
and economic structure is taking place, and new
sectors of the economy are being created [9].

The RANEPA research report «The State
as a Platform: People and Technologies» notes that
the digital transformation of public administration
opens up enormous opportunities associated with
the customization of services, with
individualization of solutions for each citizen and
organization, with completely new work from the
point of view of risk model management, resource
allocation, use of predictive analytics [10]. It
should be noted that in the era of digitalization,
people are also faced with bureaucratic acts, the so-
called «digital bureaucracy». Regarding the «digital
bureaucracy», we note that various aspects and
features of the new form of bureaucracy are studied
by different authors, in particular, A.E. Konkov.
notes in his work (Konkov, 2019, p. 6) that digital
bureaucracy reflects «the improvement of the
competencies of the ruling class and the formation
of technocratic platforms based on new versions of
«electronic government».

Some authors (Petrova, 2021) define
digital bureaucracy as «the availability of services
within a certain service». It is noted that, as a result
of digital institutionalization, there is a decrease in
state bureaucratization (Shabanov, 2018), and the
possibilities for opportunistic behavior, theft and
fraud are limited (Udalov, 2020). The bureaucratic
activities of the enterprise become completely
transparent and do not depend on the corruption
component  (Ponomarev, 2019). Academic
communities around the world have examined
public management and innovation from different
perspectives. They studied the social and economic
development of the national economy, the impact
of the banking and financial system on the
development of innovation, country brand
management, macroeconomic stability, green
innovation and energy policy, as well as new
management trends. In the implementation of
innovative management technologies in the field of
public administration, different countries take
different approaches and have different levels of
success.

According to the United Nations (UN), in
2020, about 71% of the world's countries offered
online services through e-government. Some of the
most developed countries in this
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area include Estonia, Singapore, South Korea and
Denmark [12].

Some countries are beginning to implement
blockchain technology in government to improve
transparency and security in processes such as
elections, government contracts and data
management. According to a 2020 Deloitte study,
more than 30% of government organizations
worldwide are considering blockchain as a
technology to improve public administration. Some
of the most active countries in this direction
include Estonia, Dubai (UAE) and Malta [13].

At the same time, this is not an
unimportant aspect in all developed countries in
terms of implementation. innovative technologies
is the use of artificial intelligence (Al) in public
administration: Artificial intelligence is used to
automate processes, and improve data analytics
and decision- making in public administration.
According to the World Government Summit 2020
report, about 60% of government organizations
worldwide are using artificial intelligence for
various purposes, including improving the quality
of services for citizens, optimizing budgets and
making government services more responsive.
Some of the countries actively implementing
artificial intelligence in public administration
include the United States, China, Great Britain and
Germany [14]. While some countries are making
significant progress in adopting innovative
management technologies, many others are still in
the early stages of using these technologies. It is
important to note that statistics may change over
time as countries continue to develop and
implement new innovative technologies in public
administration.

The question of statistics on the
implementation  of  innovative  management
technologies in the field of public administration in
the world is important because it can help us
understand how effective and widespread such
technologies are, as well as identify general trends
and problems in this area.

However, some organizations, such as the
World Bank, the Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD) and others,
conduct research and publish reports on the status
and results of the implementation of innovative
management technologies in public administration.

These reports may include information on
various types of innovations, such as digitalization
and e-government, the use of artificial intelligence
and process automation,
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data analysis for management decisions, improving
interaction with citizens and businesses, and
others.

One approach to collecting data on the
adoption of innovative management technologies
could include analyzing official reports and
publications, conducting surveys and research
among government agencies and experts in the
field, and monitoring the use of relevant
technologies in different countries.

One of the most well-known projects in
this area in Estonia is the State Portal e- Estonia.
This portal provides citizens and businesses with
access to various government services online, such
as filing taxes, obtaining health care, and
registering a business. The portal also provides
citizens with the opportunity to control their data
and view statistical information on various areas of
life.

Another example of the innovative use of
analytics and statistics is the electronic voting
system that was introduced in Estonia. The system
uses algorithms and analytical tools to ensure the
security and privacy of voting and to ensure the
accuracy of vote counting [15].

In addition, Estonia actively uses analytics
and statistics to develop strategic decisions in
various areas such as the economy, education and
health care. For example, the government uses data
and statistics to determine economic priorities and
take appropriate action. Overall, Estonia's
experience in introducing innovative management
technologies in public administration indicates
significant progress in the use of analytics and
statistics to improve the efficiency and
transparency of public services and decision-
making. This experience could be useful for other
countries seeking to modernize their government
systems. Estonia's experience in introducing
innovative management technologies in the field of
public administration includes the active use of
analytics and statistics. One of the key components
of this strategy was the widespread use of digital
technologies and e- government. Estonia has
organized electronic voting, electronic
identification, and also launched an electronic
document processing program. All this allows the
government to access a large amount of data,
analyze it and make informed decisions.

At the same time, Kazakhstan, which is
currently one of the countries that is progressively
introducing new technologies in all areas, including
public administration, has a
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significant result among developing and developed
countries of the world. Many countries from
Central Asia, such as Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan and
Tajikistan are interested in studying the experience
of introducing new technologies into the public
administration system of Kazakhstan. Conducting
an analysis between Estonia and Kazakhstan, we
can conclude that in Kazakhstan, as in Estonia, the
state portal for the provision of public services «e-
gov» is used, which currently provides about 1076
public services.

Moreover, in 2014, the mobile application
«e-govmobile» was launched. Regarding the
introduction of electronic voting in Kazakhstan, the
Government of the state is not on the agenda.

However, to exclude corruption factors
and implement such areas as «open and listening
state» the introduction of such experience as in
Estonia in conducting electronic elections is quite
appropriate.

Materials and methods

In the study, the authors analyzed the
regulatory framework of the public administration
system in Kazakhstan, including Decrees of the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Laws of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, resolutions of the
Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
strategic and program documents. The article used
the following scientific research methods, such as
analysis and synthesis of information provided by
scientific publications on the development of
innovative management technologies introduced
into the public administration system. The
theoretical, methodological and information base
was the publications of scientists and research
projects of the Astana Civil Service Hub of the
Republic of Kazakhstan. Based on the analysis, we
come to the conclusion that correctly developed
approaches to the introduction of innovative
management technologies will lead to effective
interaction between government bodies and
society. When conducting the research, content
analysis methods were used, logical, comparative
research methods were used, as a result of which it
was possible to obtain the necessary information
about the state of this area.

The purpose of this study is to make
proposals and recommendations for improving
approaches  to introducing  innovative
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management technologies into the public
administration system of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

Research results

Currently, innovative technologies in
public administration represent various changes in
the management system at the level of society or
its parts, which set themselves the task of
achieving certain goals or solving specific
problems related to the development and
functioning of the system. In general, such changes
in the management subsystem of a company
contribute to increasing the efficiency of
management decisions made. There are several
types of such innovations:

- organizational and managerial
innovations that introduce new, more effective
methods, technologies and forms of organizing
management activities in government bodies.
These changes are associated with changes in the
forms and directions of work of government bodies
at the level of structure and personality, interaction
and organization of the management network of
connections.

- internal management and regulatory
innovations, which in a certain way change the
functional component of the management
subsystem, coordinating the changes with
organizational,  structural, technological and
organizational-procedural innovations.
Includes innovations in planning, evaluating and
improving the performance of the management
apparatus.

- socio-cultural and personal
innovations that are aimed at developing the
human potential of public administration through
improving the corporate culture and qualities of
civil servants. As part of organizational policy,
they include the motivation of managers for self-
development and various forms of personnel policy
[16].
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Theoretically, innovative technologies in
public administration are defined based on a
system-functional approach as targeted or natural
changes in the management system or its
components caused by changes in society as an
object of management. This approach allows us to
analyze management innovations in a wide range of
aspects - from organizational to sociocultural, from
changes in functions to the development of a new
management culture and the use of technological
innovations associated with the informatization of
management processes [17].

As for the level of digitalization in public
administration in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
experts assess the level as average. That being said,
Kazakhstan is actively implementing various
information and communication technologies (ICT)
in the public sector, but there is still a lot of room
for improvement.

Today, a Digital Code is being developed
in Kazakhstan, which will create a unified legal
space for the development of the digital economy
and the digital transformation of public
administration.

In 2021, the Astana Civil Service Hub of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (ACSH) conducted a
research project in the field of innovations related
to public administration and the provision of digital
public services through differentiated access
channels in seven countries, such as Azerbaijan,
Armenia, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan and Uzbekistan. So, according to this
report, the level of implementation of new
technologies is assessed as high, but problems are
noted in their integration [18].

When considering digital
transformation, one should take into account the
fact of how this transformation evolved (Fig. 1).

From the table above it follows that in the
field of public administration, there are 11
information projects, in the social sphere providing
public services 9, in the field of business 5 projects
and legal relations 3 projects. According to these
statistics, it follows that information platforms
predominate in public administration, while it is the
public sector that, in turn, interacts with all other
platforms related to the provision of public services
to citizens and businesses as well.

At first glance, the development and
existence of such several platforms is justified from
the point of view of automation of public
administration and the provision of public services
to the population. However, during the era of
digitalization and its transformation, the question is
raised of the integration of government information
systems, including the use of artificial intelligence,
which would make it possible to obtain and solve
problems in one click in one information
system.This integration of systems would make it
possible to reduce both «digital» bureaucratic
actions and the time of citizens, as well as simplify
the work of civil servants  themselves.  The
meaning  of
«integration» comes from the Latin integration —
«restoration», «replenishment», and
«connection», that is, the process of combining
parts into a whole.

Data integration, in turn, means combining
data located in various sources and providing the
data to users in a unified form. The legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, in particular, the Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Informatization»,
defines the concept of «integration of
informatization objects», which in turn defines
measures for organizing and ensuring information
interaction between informatization objects based
on the standard ones used in the Republic of
Kazakhstan data transfer protocols [22].

In addition, there is an Acting Order on this
issue. Minister of Information and Communications
of the Republic of Kazakhstan
«On approval of the Rules for the integration of
informatization objects of «electronic government»,
according to which the

integration  of informatization  objects are
measures to organize and ensure information
interaction  between informatization  objects
based on standard protocols used in the
Republic of Kazakhstan data transmission [23]. Any
digital transformation of the state is one of the
reforms of public administration. Moreover, any

reform is always a complex social
challenge, which always requires agreement and
balance between three stakeholders, such as civil
society, state and business. It should be taken into
account that any reform proposed by the state is
aimed at the needs of citizens, and digital
transformation is aimed at improving the quality of
life of citizens and businesses as well.

Discussion and conclusions

World powers in the field of using
innovative =~ management  technologies  use
technological trends such as artificial intelligence,
blockchain, Big Data, Internet-of- Things, Cloud
Technologies.

Kazakhstan, by the best practices of Estonia
and Denmark in the digitalization of the public
sector, as well as the provision of proactive,
seamless public services, has begun work on the
transition to a platform model of digital
transformation.The essence of such technological
platforms, according to the Concept of digital
transformation, development of the information and
communication technologies and cybersecurity
industry for 2023 - 2029, is to mobilize the efforts
of all intellectual, financial and other resources in
priority areas and introduce key technologies of the
industry, which is extremely important when
optimizing the budget in times of crisis.The

Concept places particular importance on the
issue of public trust in the state, its readiness for
change, the sustainable formation of a demand for
more effective public administration, and the
participation of citizens in management decision-
making. When introducing innovative management
technologies into the public administration system
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the following
conclusions can be drawn: to effectively build
public administration, it is
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necessary to take into account all areas of readiness.
In this case, four main areas of readiness are
identified (Fig. 2).

Each area has its functionality.

ICT — readiness of the infrastructure for the
development and implementation of innovative
technologies;

Public services — the readiness of
government agencies to provide assistance and meet
the needs of the population;

Open Government — the state’s readiness to
be open, listening and people- oriented about
society;

Effective management is the readiness of
government agencies to use effective means to build
a modern, smart and digital state. According to UN
research, Kazakhstan ranks 28th (+1) in the
«Development of e- Government» index and 8th in
the «Online Services» index (1208 public services
(92%) are provided in electronic format, of which
484 are in non-alternative and 724 in alternative

basis) [25].

This became possible due to the
construction of an electronic  government
infrastructure - key databases and industry

information systems, interaction and data exchange
buses (electronic government gateway, Smart
Bridge).

From the analysis of the work it follows
that when introducing any new technologies into the
public administration system, it is necessary to take
into account both internal and external factors. The
level of introduction of innovative management

technologies  into the public
administration system of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, such as information platforms, is very
high, but as analysis shows, the creation of a large
number of identical platforms for solving

society’s problems is not guaranteed. On the
contrary, it can lead to «digital bureaucracy», which
in turn can lead to negative consequences both for
society and for the state apparatus as a whole.

At the same time, today Kazakhstan is
taking measures to unite identical platforms in the

field of digitalization in the public
administration system, such as the creation of a
single digital platform of the digital government (e-
Government), which unites various services and
platforms to simplify citizens' access to public
services, and mechanisms have been created to
collect feedback from users of public services. For
example, regular surveys and monitoring of the
quality of services help to identify problems and
optimize processes, as well as avoid duplication of
services provided and prevent the provision of
unnecessary certificates and information from
citizens.

In the context of the issues under
consideration, it follows that the introduction of
innovative technologies is not in doubt, however, it
is necessary to take into account the human factor in
which civil servants, due to their competent
functions and at the psychological level, are ready
to change the traditional format of work to
innovative technologies. Such circumstances
usually delay the process of introducing new
technologies.

Conclusion

Based on the above, it should be concluded
that by introducing innovative
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technologies in public administration, efficiency is
improved in all directions, such as the country’s
economy, work processes in the country’s domestic
and foreign policy, as well as the quality of work of
the state apparatus itself, increasing transparency
and openness of decision-making processes, which
helps to increase confidence among citizens and
businesses in government authorities.

At the same time, given changing
conditions, innovation introduced by the state must
be adaptive to change. Why is it necessary to ensure
constant updating and improvement of management
technologies to meet modern requirements and meet
the needs of a developing society.

In this regard, the following is proposed:

1) consider all existing information
platforms and integrate identical platforms into one
platform to avoid «digital bureaucracy»;
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2) the gradual development and
implementation of new technologies based on the
experience of Estonia, in terms of the active use of
analytics and statistics in the implementation of
digital technologies;

3) consider the issue of holding electronic
elections on the territory of the country;

4) create a transparent system of work with

developers of new technologies,
supporting the use of flexible design and
decision-making methods; 5) create
mechanisms for monitoring civil society and
feedback from citizens-users of information
platforms.

Abstract. This article examines the need for customs policy coordination to facilitate trade and the extent to which certain trade
facilitation concepts, such as integrated border management and «single window», can be applied in Kazakhstan to improve
governance and coordination. The purpose of the article is to study the current state of the customs clearance procedure in
Kazakhstan, to present directions for the development of a mechanism for coordinating the interaction of participants in integrated
customs control. The study is based on content analysis of literature and practical experience of customs authorities. The empirical
study is based on information from open sources of Kazakhstan customs and current legislation. This article identifies the ad vantages
of implementing integrated control, which should lead to the elimination of corruption risks, since the data will be transparent to all
interested services, and access to information is regulated in accordance with the functions and powers of employees.

As a result of the introduction of a mechanism of comprehensive government control, the activities of government bodies will be
focused on the needs of citizens and the effectiveness of government decisions, which will allow us to move away from the
bureaucratic model of relations between the state and society to “listening” and “proactive”. It is expected that this will reduce the time
it takes for goods to cross the border, which will increase the efficiency of government control at border crossings, transit potential, and

the collection of taxes and customs duties.

Abstract. The article examines the impact of state support through subsidies on the outcomes of agricultural production
in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The purpose of the study is to analyze the dynamics of subsidies and model the correlation
between the subsidy size and gross agricultural output. The study draws on gross crop and livestock production data, as
well as on the amount of state support from 2008 to 2022. The analysis showed a significant increase in gross agricultural
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output and the subsidy size over the specified period, which demonstrates a significant development of the agricultural
sector and increased government support. Conclusion of the article also highlights the importance of continuing and
expanding government support programs to ensure sustainable growth of the agricultural sector and increase its
competitiveness. The article also examines successful cases of state support for agriculture in developed countries, which
allows to offer recommendations for optimizing existing support programs in Kazakhstan.

Abstract. The article provides a detailed analysis of state governance tools for the social determinants of health using the example
of the oncology service in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The relevance of the study is justified by the need to improve management
methods to reduce the incidence and mortality from cancer, as well as to improve the accessibility and quality of medical services.
The methods used include comparative analysis of normative documents, study of international practices (UK, USA, Germany),
data systematization, and content analysis. The article examines key aspects of healthcare development, including funding for
oncology programs, mandatory health insurance, infrastructure development, and social support for vulnerable groups. Special
attention is paid to the need for the introduction of telemedicine and interagency cooperation to improve the coordination of medical

services, especially in remote areas.

The study results revealed the need to strengthen legislative regulation and adapt successful international practices, such as
multidisciplinary teams and genetic testing programs. Practical recommendations include increasing public and private
investments in oncology programs, developing professional training programs for healthcare workers, implementing telemedicine
and mobile clinics, and updating legislative standards regulating the quality of medical services. The article highlights the
importance of a comprehensive approach involving the participation of the state, private sector, and international partners for
effective management of the social determinants of health. It is expected that the proposed measures could reduce cancer
mortality in Kazakhstan by 10% within the next 5 years. The work contains expert opinions of scientists and practitioners in the
field of public management of social determinants of health of the oncology service of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Abstract. The article describes an algorithm (sequence) — one of the elements of an extensive KEYKIS technology, a
methodological KEYKIS approach reflecting the Russian practice of consulting managers and teaching at several faculties of the
Presidential Academy (Graduate School of Corporate Governance, Institute of Public Administration and Manage ment). The purpose
of this article is to give an idea of a powerful toolkit that allows methodologically correct, concise, conceptually accurate formulation
and writing of research case stages in the CASE study format. This competence is very rare and in great demand in management,
marketing, political science, historical, legal, and financial disciplines, that is, in those subject areas that describe purposeful human
activity, often interdisciplinary. The KEYKIS approach is applicable for a holistic systematic study of complex poorly formalized
situations, in particular in state and municipal management (GMU). The methodological KEYKIS approach contains more than a
hundred ingredient methods that simplify for authors of research case studies on a wide range of management topics the process of
writing an author's case, author's self-reflection and iterative correction of a written complex socio-economic text. The approach is
convenient for creating conceptual models, compact conceptual visualization for a specific problematic management situation. As a
result of the application of these specific research methods, within the framework of the methodological KEYKIS approach, an
extensive and constantly replenishing Database of cases of the Presidential Academy (database of Russian management cases on the
subject of GMU) was created and legally formalized as a result of intellectual activity.

Annotation. This article presents the results of a field study conducted among Kazakhs, as well as representatives of Dungan and
Kurdish ethnic groups in Zhambyl region. The study was carried out within the framework of the project

«Interculturalism and Tolerance in Multiethnic Kazakhstan in the Context of Globalization and Migration Challenges». The collected
data made it possible to analyze the content of ethnic tolerance, its factors and identify prospects for the development of the

intercultural environment in the region.

Special attention should be paid to the role of public administration in the Zhambyl region, which has a significant impact on
interethnic relations. The State policy supports programs aimed at improving mutual understanding between different ethnic groups,
developing infrastructure for intercultural communications and organizing cultural events that promote ethnic tolerance.

The results of the study indicate that the tolerance of the population in the region is due to many factors. The positive manifestation
of tolerance correlates with such aspects as the nature of settlement, the presence of intercultural contacts and communications in
society. At the same time, the development of intolerant relations may be associated not only with the limited interethnic interactions,
but also with linguistic differentiation. An important role in the formation of tolerance is played by the historical experience of ethnic
groups, long-term life together, historical memory, as well as the perception of their local population.

Introduction

Fiscal decentralization, defined as the
transfer of fiscal authority from central to sub-
national  governments, has  garnered
substantial scholarly attention due to its
potential to enhance good governance,
economic growth, and efficient public service
delivery [1]. According to Tiebout (1961), fiscal
decentralization ensures that subnational
governments are closer to the people, and
thus have better and more detailed information
about their constituents. Through fiscal
decentralization, the alignment of the
preferences of local communities and local
governments will occur as a result of
competition between local governments and
community mobilization [2]. Additionally, when
appropriately calibrated, fiscal
decentralization has been shown to enhance
economic growth, improve environmental
performance, reduce corruption, and enhance
the internally generated revenues of sub-
national governments [3], [4], [5].

Despite all its purported benefits, fiscal
decentralization is not without its critics. Some
studies have outlined the limits of fiscal
decentralization, such as the fact that the size
of a country, as measured by geographical
land size has limiting effects on the benefits of
fiscal decentralization. Additionally, the quality
of regulation and the rule of law have
significant implications on its effectiveness. It
was also found that while fiscal
decentralization  deterred  corruption in
developed countries, greater autonomy in
spending for subnational tiers of government
increased various forms of malfeasance in
developing countries [6].

Since fiscal decentralization has been a
major area of interest for researchers and
practitioners for decades, this study examines
the scope of research conducted on the
subject. Recent studies explore its
multifaceted impact, extending beyond
economic outcomes to include environmental
sustainability, healthcare, and social capital
[7].

This study conducts a bibliometric
analysis of scholarly literature on fiscal
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decentralization for the past 50 years (1974 to
2024) by using information from Scopus
database and VOSviewer software. Such an
analysis is important in order to appreciate key
trends in fiscal decentralization research.
Furthermore, bibliometric analysis constitutes
an important method used to identify the latest
developments on a topic and can utilized to
analyze the indicators in a field of study [8], [9],
[10], [11]. This paper aims to provide a
comprehensive bibliometric analysis,
identifying key research trends and gaps in the
literature, and contributing to the evolving
understanding of fiscal decentralization's role
in modern governance.

Materials and methods

This study adopts a performance
analysis method, utilizing bibliometric data
from Scopus to analyze research papers in
fiscal decentralization. The dataset covers a
period of 50 years (1974 -August 29, 2024).
The decision to use Scopus was motivated by
its robust indexing of peer-reviewed journals,
ensuring the inclusion of high-quality
academic sources [12]. A total of 1844
publications were retrieved from the Scopus
database by inputting the words “Fiscal
Decentralization” in the search prompt.
Scopus data analytics was first used to
analyze the dataset by clicking on the
“Analyze results” prompt on the Scopus page.
The dataset was further processed using
VOSviewer to generate network and density
visualizations, which reveal key research
clusters, author collaborations, thematic
trends, and so on. VOSviewer can manage
large amounts of data and provide
aesthetically appealing visual images that help
the researcher appreciate the intricate
linkages between research papers and
authors in a very significant way (Van Eck and
Waltman, 2023).

Among the depictions in VOSviewer are
network visualization and density
visualization. In network visualization, items
are depicted by their label and also by a circle
(node). The size of a label and the
corresponding circle is determined by the
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weight of the item. The higher the weight of an
item, the larger the label and the circle of the
item. The color of an item is represented by
the label to which it belongs, and lines
between items represent links between them.
In the case of density visualization, items are
also represented by their labels and each point
has a color that indicates the density of the
item. The colors range from blue to green to
yellow, and the larger the number of items
around a point and the higher the weights of
the neighboring items, the closer the color of
the point is to yellow color. On the other hand,
the smaller the number of items around a point
and the lower the weights of the neighborhood
items, the closer the color of the pointis to blue
color [13].

Results

Figures 1 and 2 show the density and
network visualizations respectively of all

keywords associated with fiscal
decentralization. The results from Figure 1
highlight that the four most prominent

keywords in fiscal decentralization research
are “fiscal decentralization,” “decentralization,”
“fiscal policy,” and “China.” This demonstrates
the centrality of China in fiscal decentralization
research, particularly in the context of
governance and public policy.

This means that these 4 keywords are
most prominent in fiscal decentralization
research. The network visualization in Figure
2 has 6 clusters with different colors. The
biggest node has red color with the keywords:
“decentralization” and “fiscal decentralization”.
There is also a smaller node in red color with
the words “fiscal policy”. This means that there
is a strong association of these 3 keywords in
the study of fiscal decentralization. The next
larger node with blue color has the keyword
“China”. This means that many fiscal
decentralization studies were conducted in
China. Clicking on the node shows the number
of occurrences of the items on that node. From
Figure 2, we can see these four keywords and
how many times they occur in the network.
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The keyword with the highest occurrence is
“fiscal decentralization” with 749 occurrences
and a total link strength of 3,709. The second
keyword in terms of occurrence is
“decentralization” which occurred 623 times,
with a total link strength of 5,108. This means
that even though the word “decentralization”
occurred fewer times than “fiscal
decentralization”, it is more connected (linked)
to other words in the network. The third item in
terms of the number of occurrences is “fiscal
policy”, which appeared 257 times with a total
link strength of 2,262. Similarly, the word
“China” appears 296 times in the network with
a total link strength of 2,726. Other keywords
in both Figure 1 and Figure 2 include
environmental policy, environmental pollution,
sustainability, green innovation,
intergovernmental transfers, public health,
governance, COVID-19, government, politics,
and so on.

Number of Publications by Country

Figure 4 shows the network visualization
of the number of studies on fiscal
decentralization by country. The network
visualization shows the color-coded clusters,
with the size of each node indicating the
volume of research output for each country in

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the network. China is shown with the largest
node and has 523 publications on fiscal
decentralization. This is followed by the United
States with 342 publications on the subject.
The United Kingdom has 133 publications on
fiscal decentralization, while Spain has 112
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publications. Indonesia and Italy have
relatively smaller nodes with 102 and 78
publications respectively. The lines that
connect the nodes show the extent of
collaborative research between countries, and
the thickness of the lines shows the intensity
of the collaboration. Thicker lines can be seen
to connect the United States with the United
Kingdom and China, indicating robust
research collaborations between the
countries. The network visualization thus

provides an overview of the global landscape
of fiscal decentralization studies and
underscores the level of international
cooperation in addressing the topic.

The ten countries with the highest
number of publications on the topic of fiscal
decentralization are shown in Table 2. It can
be seen that the top 10 countries produced
1,504 publications on fiscal decentralization,
which constitutes 81.6 percent of the 1,844
total number.

Publications by Subject Area

Figure 5 shows the subject areas with
the topic of fiscal decentralization. The three
subject areas with the highest number of
articles on fiscal decentralization are Social
Sciences (30.5%), Economics, Econometrics
and Finance (27.2%), and Environmental
Science (12.5%). It is also noted from Figure 5

that the theme of fiscal decentralization was
covered in various subject areas, such as
energy, computer science, arts and
humanities, engineering, earth and planetary
science, and medicine. This indicates that
fiscal decentralization is relevant in virtually all
disciplines of human endeavor.

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Publications by Document Types

Various types of documents contain
research works on the theme of fiscal
decentralization as shown in Table 3. There
were significantly more publications on fiscal
decentralization in journal articles than in other
types of publications. While there were 1,537
publications in articles, the second most

popular medium of publication was book
chapters which have 149 publications on fiscal
decentralization. Other types of documents
have relatively fewer publications on the
subject. For example, reviews have 53
publications, conference papers have 49
publications, books have 26 publications, and
SO on.

Publications by Journal Types

Journals with the highest number of
articles on the theme of fiscal decentralization
are presented in Table 4 below. The three
journals with the highest number of published
research in the area of fiscal decentralization
are Environmental Science and Pollution

Switzerland (45 articles), and Lex Localis (26
articles). We can see from Table 4 that
journals with articles on the theme of fiscal
decentralization comprise a variety of fields,
ranging from the environment to regional
studies, public administration and
development, economics, resources policy,

Table 5 shows the ten most published
authors in the field of fiscal decentralization,
their number of citations, and organizational
affiliations. Most prominent among the authors
is Rodriguez-Pose, Andres with a total of 287
publications, 11 of which are indexed in the
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18,007 citations on fiscal decentralization
research and is affiliated with the London
School of Economics and Political Science,
London, United Kingdom. The second most
published author on fiscal decentralization is
Martinez-Vazquez, Jorge with 157
publications, and 3,247 citations. Martinez-
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Vazquez has 26 publications on fiscal
decentralization indexed in the Scopus
database and is affiliated with Georgia State
University, United States. The third most
published author on fiscal decentralization is
Nemec, Juraj with 121 publications, 10 of
which are indexed in the Scopus, and has 351
citations on the topic. Nemec, Juraj is affiliated
with  Masaryk University, Brno, Czech
Republic.

It is also shown that the most published
authors published in the area of fiscal
decentralization  have  affiliations  with
institutions of higher learning mostly in Europe
and the United States. For example, Ochrana,
Frantisek is affiliated with Charles University,
Prague, Czech Republic; Sacchi, Agnese
affiliated with Universita degli Studi di Urbino
Carlo Bo Urbino, Italy; and Malicka, Lenka
affiliated with Technicka Univerzita v
Kosiciach, Kosice, Slovakia.

Most Cited Articles

The bibliometric analysis shows that the
most cited articles on fiscal decentralization
are not necessarily from the most cited
authors on the subject. As shown in the
network visualization in Figure 6, the network
visualization indicates that the article on fiscal
decentralization with the highest number of
citations is: “Decentralization and Corruption:
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Evidence Across Countries”. This article was
written by Fisman, R. and Ghatti, R. and has
701 citations. The article was published in
2002 in the Journal of Public Economics,
83(3), 325-2345

The article with the second highest
number of  citations is: “Regional
Decentralization and Fiscal Incentives:
federalism, Chinese Style”. The article has

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699 citations and was authored by Jin, Hehui;
Quian, Yingyi; and Weingast, Barry. It was
published in 2005 in Journal of Public
Economics, 89(1), 1719-1742.

With 637 citations, “Federalism and the
Soft Budget Constraint” is ranked as the third
most cited article on fiscal decentralization.
Authored by Quian, Yingyi; and Roland,
Gerald in 1998, the article was published in the
American Economic Review, 88(5), 1143-
1162.

The fourth most cited article on fiscal
decentralization with 474 citations is “Fiscal
Decentralization, Public Spending, and
Economic Growth in China”. The article was
written by Zhang, Tao; and Zou, Heng-Fu in
1998 and published in Journal of Public
Economics, 67(2), 221-240.

Finally, with 458 citations, the fifth most
cited article is “Fiscal Decentralization and
Economic Growth: A Cross-country Study”
written by Davoodi, Hamid; Zou, Heng-Fu in
1998 and published in the Journal of Urban
Economics, 43(2), 244-257.

Other cited articles in the top-10
category of citations include: “How does Fiscal
Decentralization Affect CO2 Emissions? The
Roles of Institutions and Human Capital” by
Khan, Zheeshan; Ali, Shahid; Dong, Kangyin;
and Li, Rita in 202, published in Energy
Economics, 94(C) (444 citations);
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“Reviving Leviathan: Fiscal Federalism
and the Growth of Government” by Rodden,
Jonathan in 2023, and published in
International Organization, 57(4), 695-729
(271 citations);

It can be seen that a significant number
of cited articles on fiscal decentralization
occurred mostly in economics journals.
Additionally, topics covered by the authors
regarding fiscal decentralization cover various
topics, from corruption to fiscal incentives,
economic growth, the role of institutions and
human capital, the environment (CO2
emission), and so on.

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Discussion and Conclusion Fiscal decentralization has been a
central theme in governance research due to
its potential to address inefficiencies in
118
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governance and enhance economic growth.
This bibliometric analysis reveals an
increasing scholarly interest in fiscal
decentralization from 1974 to 2024,
particularly in the areas of economic
performance, environmental governance, and
social welfare. Bibliometric indicators such as
keywords, number of publications by
countries, types of documents with research in
fiscal decentralization, most productive
documents, patterns of collaborations, subject
areas, and so on were parts of the results of
the analysis.

Based on Scopus dataset, the analysis
has shown with very few exceptions, a
significant upward trend in  fiscal
decentralization studies from 1974 to 2024,
with the highest number of research outputs
on the topic occurring in 2023. While some of
the studies identify the limitations of fiscal
decentralization by indicating that it is not a
panacea to solve all societal lls,
understanding such limitations can help in
designing better decentralization systems that
mitigate some of the shortcomings. The
analysis underscores the dominance of China
and the United States in this field, as well as
the multidisciplinary nature of the topic, which
spans social sciences, economics, and
environmental studies. Interestingly, while
Rodriguez-Pose, Andres was identified as
having the highest number of publications in
fiscal decentralization, no publication from the
author is among the top ten most cited
publications.

The analysis further revealed that most
of the studies on fiscal decentralization were
conducted in the social sciences.
Consequently, the bibliometric analysis
enhances the body of knowledge in fiscal
decentralization by providing a comprehensive
analysis of various studies on the topic for
about 50 years. Moving forward, it is essential
for future research to explore fiscal
decentralization's impact in developing
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countries and to assess its role in digital
governance and climate change mitigation
policies.

Conclusion

A comprehensive understanding of
fiscal decentralization through bibliometric
analysis highlights its increasing relevance in
addressing global governance challenges.
The findings indicate that research on fiscal
decentralization is not limited to economic
governance but extends to environmental
policy, public health, and social welfare. The
findings from this analysis highlight the vital
role played by key regions such as the United
China, the United States, and the United
Kingdom, not only in terms of the quantity of
publications but also in their involvement in
global collaborative research networks. The
analysis shows that journals with the highest
number of published articles in the field tend to
be within the economics discipline.

The dominance of specific journals such
as the Journal of Public Economics within the
citation landscape illustrates the influence of
specific research outputs in shaping public
understanding of the topic. Despite certain
limitations, such as the focus on articles that
were only indexed in the Scopus database, the
insights garnered from this study should help
to provide a valuable resource for practitioners
and researchers in formulating strategies that
are aimed at enhancing better societal
outcomes through the allocation of limited
resources. Future research should focus on
the practical application of  fiscal
decentralization in developing countries,
particularly in addressing issues of corruption,
inequality, and sustainability. The insights
from this analysis provide a valuable resource
for researchers and policymakers aiming to
improve governance systems and societal
outcomes through more effective
decentralization.

Atmospheric air pollution results in adverse health effects,
diminishes the quality of life for the population, and disrupts ecosystem stability. This study aims to assess the effectiveness of the
“Polluter Pays” Principle in the legal regulation of environmental relations. To achieve this objective, authors employed a mixed-
method research approach. This involved the analysis of secondary data on atmospheric air quality and a comprehensive examination
of regulations pertaining to the implementation of the legal principle under consideration. The findings indicated that, despite some
positive trends in atmospheric air quality from 2017 to 2022, emissions of certain pollutants, including arsenic, copper, and
hydrocarbons, saw significant increases. Concurrently, Kazakhstan remains in the international rankings as one of the countries
where permissible pollution standards are exceeded by 3 to 5 times. The analysis of the legislative framework supporting the
“Polluter Pays” Principle revealed several weaknesses and legislative gaps that hinder the achievement of the strategic goal of reducing
harmful atmospheric emissions.

the application of PPP. In addition, society does
not bear the financial burden in the form of taxes
for damage caused to the environment by the
polluter. In practice, the implementation of PPP is
carried out through the development and
implementation of environmental taxes, fees,
fines, emission quotas, and other economic
instruments for state environmental management.
However, the introduction of regulatory
instruments does not guarantee their effectiveness.

Thus, in environmental law, where
regulatory impact assessment and PPP coexist,
contradictions may arise. These contradictions
(system errors) are due to preliminary restrictions
on possible participants, opportunistic behavior,
management problems, and a number of other
multiple factors (Schmidtchen et al., 2021) [10].

Since 2018, the Government of Kazakhstan
has been implementing the Polluter Pays Principle
(PPP) initiative as part of an agreement with the
United Nations (UN) under the project
“Reforming the Environmental Payment System:
Analysis of Compliance with the Polluter Pays
Principle in Kazakhstan” for 2018-2019 [11]. The
principles of PPP have been considered when
amending the Environmental Code. Currently, the
Environmental Code is the primary legislative act
regulating environmental issues in Kazakhstan. It
includes provisions that obligate enterprises and
organizations to comply with environmental
standards and bear responsibility for pollution.

The purpose of this study is to assess the
effectiveness of the legislative regulation of the
PPP principle in Kazakhstan. Such an analysis of
effectiveness concerning this subject has not been
previously conducted. Assanov et al. (2021),
examining emission limit data from power plant
and smelter permits, concluded that the current
emission permitting system had not reduced
emissions as of 2019. The authors attribute this to
loopholes in the legislation, and a lack of
monitoring and enforcement [12]. Chursina
(2023), considering individual cases of
compensation for environmental damage within
the framework of PPP, points to the strengthening
of the procedure for recognizing the presence of
excess emissions into the environment in
connection with the adoption of new
environmental legislation [13].
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This article aims to contribute to the study
of this issue. The authors analyze the effectiveness
of the measures taken in terms of their impact on
air quality and analyze legislative gaps.

Materials and methods

This article employs a mixed research
method using an exploratory sequential design,
based on the classification by Creswell and Plano
Clark (2011) [14].

At the first stage, the authors use secondary
data to study the dynamics of the environment.
The AirVisual information platform, managed by
a Swiss company specializing in air quality
technology, provided air quality data for
Kazakhstan from 2017 to 2023. IQAIr's air quality
information  platform  leverages artificial
intelligence (Al) to calibrate and validate data
from numerous governmental and non-
governmental air quality monitoring stations.

Additionally, official statistical data for
2017-2022 on the indicator “Pollutant emissions”
were obtained from the website of the Bureau of
National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic
Planning and Reforms of the Republic of
Kazakhstan [15]. This indicator is compiled
following the approved methodology for forming
environmental statistics indicators [16].

In the second stage, a regulatory analysis
was conducted to contextualize the results
obtained from the quantitative data. The
information and legal system of regulatory legal
acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan, ‘“Adilet,”
served as the source of qualitative data.

Results

Air Pollution in the Republic of Kazakhstan

IQAIr annually surveys 134 countries and
territories, rating them on a scale from 0 to 100
based on air pollution levels, with 0 indicating no
pollution and 100 indicating maximum pollution.
The highest rankings are occupied by the most
polluted countries, while the least polluted,
environmentally friendly countries are ranked
lower on the list.

In the 2023 survey, Kazakhstan was ranked
40th, where 1st place represents the highest level
of pollution and the last place indicates the lowest.
Figure 1 illustrates the dynamics of air pollution
levels in Kazakhstan from 2017 to 2023.

As can be seen from Figure 1, the dynamics
of air pollution levels in Kazakhstan over the
period under review are not stable. The decline to
21.9 can be attributed to the COVID-19 period,
after which the situation worsened again in 2021,
reaching a record level of 31.1. According to the
IQAIr classification, this level of pollution
corresponds to exceeding permissible standards by
3-5 times. This group includes 38 countries (ranked
from 33 to 70), primarily developing nations in
Europe, Asia, Africa, South America, and the
Middle East. Countries  with  air  quality
closest to

Kazakhstan include  Malaysia,
Montenegro, and Madagascar.

The main indicators of atmospheric air
quality reported by the Bureau of National
Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan include
emissions of pollutants into the air, air quality in
cities, and consumption of ozone- depleting
substances. The total volume of pollutant
emissions into the atmosphere is calculated as the
sum of emissions from both stationary and mobile
sources, based on primary reports from
enterprises.

Figure 2 shows the dynamics of pollutant
emissions into the atmospheric air in the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

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Overall, Figure 2 illustrates a gradual
reduction in emissions starting from 2019.
However, the emission levels during this period
are comparable to those of 2009-2010, when
annual emissions amounted to

approximately ~ 2200-2300  thousand  tons.
Regionally, the highest volumes of atmospheric
pollutants in the Republic of Kazakhstan were
recorded in the Pavlodar and Karaganda regions
(Table 1).

Between 2017 and 2022, emissions from
stationary installations into the atmospheric air
saw significant increases in arsenic (6.8 times),
copper (3.1 times), hydrocarbons (3 times), and
non-methane  volatile  organic  compounds
(NMVOCs) (1.8

times). Conversely, emissions of cadmium
decreased by 5 times, while benzo pyrene
decreased by 2 times. Additionally, there were
notable reductions in dichloroethane emissions
(by 36.4%) and naphthalene emissions (by 32.7%)
(Table 2).

The industrial sector accounts for the
majority of pollution, constituting 88.6% of the
total emissions. Within this sector, nearly 40% of
emissions originate from enterprises engaged in
electricity, heat, steam, and water production and
distribution, while over 30% stem from
manufacturing industries. Contributions from
other sectors of the economy to the overall
pollution volume are minimal, collectively
amounting to less than 5% [17].

Regulatory Framework of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the Implementation of the PPP

As part of the agreement signed in 2018
between the Government of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the OECD on the implementation
of the project “Reforming the Environmental
Payment System: Analysis of Compliance with
the ‘Polluter Pays’ Principle in Kazakhstan” for
2018-2019, a goal was set

to improve the economic mechanism of
environmental management by reforming the
system of environmental payments. The project
involves both Kazakhstani and international
parties. On behalf of Kazakhstan, the Ministry of
Energy acted as the coordinator, with the
Ministries of Finance and National Economy and
the National Board of Entreprencurs “Atameken”
as interested parties. One of the project's outcomes
was the development of a roadmap for introducing
legislative changes and additions based on the
results of an analytical report [11].

Between 2019 and 2021, the Government of
the Republic of Kazakhstan introduced several
changes and additions to the legislation regulating
environmental issues [18]. Some of these changes
and additions pertain specifically to the
implementation of the “polluter pays” principle,
particularly regulatory instruments concerning air
emissions (Table 3).

Discussion and Conclusion

An analysis of atmospheric air quality and
harmful substance emissions in the Republic of
Kazakhstan over the past five years reveals no
significant improvements. While emissions of
certain pollutants do not

Policy. A review of the regulations underpinning
PPP in environmental regulation highlights
several key issues.
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1. Terminology Issues

In global practice, a primary challenge in
implementing PPP is accurately defining the
polluter, the nature of pollution, and the extent of
financial liability for the polluter. Bleeker (2009)
identified difficulties in both defining the polluter
and ensuring the proportionality of punishment for
environmental damage  through judicial
interpretation of the "polluter pays" principle in
EU countries [22]. Similarly, Yang et al. (2015)
stressed the importance of clearly identifying
pollutants and ensuring that polluters bear the full
costs of pollution control [24].

In the Environmental Code of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, the "polluter pays" principle is
introduced, but a polluter is defined not as an entity
causing pollution, but as a “substance or group of
substances harmful to the environment, life, or
human health due to their properties and as a
result of their introduction into the environment.”
These substances are listed for reporting by
industry under rules for maintaining a register of
releases and transfers of pollutants [19]. This
definition creates ambiguity regarding the entities
responsible for compensating environmental
damage. Ambec and Ehlers (2016) argue that
agents can be polluters, victims of pollution, or
both, complicating the quantitative assessment of
emission impacts for all stakeholders [20].
Without a clear definition of stakeholders,
achieving fair and adequate compensation for
environmental damage remains challenging.

2. Compensation for Negative Impacts
Conceptually, emissions taxes should
reflect the true cost of environmental damage,
known as a Pigouvian tax, as noted by Khan

(2015) [9]. However, accurately assessing
environmental damages, particularly  from
greenhouse gas emissions, is  complex.

Consequently, many countries adopt a pragmatic
approach, setting tax rates designed to influence
taxpayer behavior as an economic incentive rather
than precisely reflecting damage costs [9].

This analysis highlights the necessity for
more precise regulatory definitions and effective
economic instruments to address air quality issues
and ensure fair compensation for environmental
damages in Kazakhstan.

Considering the changes and additions
made to the tax legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in connection with the
implementation of PPP, it becomes evident that
only a nominal adjustment of the wording
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occurred. Paragraph 4 of the Tax Code, "Payment
for negative impact on the environment,” has not
undergone substantial changes in terms of tax
payment rates. Until 2021, these rates were
referred to as "environmental emissions charges."
The economic component of PPP does not serve
as a sufficient and effective incentive to reduce the
negative impact on the environment because the
payment amounts are not commensurate with the
potential costs for enterprises undertaking
environmental activities. Additionally, these
payments are inadequate to finance the necessary
scale of environmental activities, particularly
regarding air pollution. In practice, payments for
negative environmental impact legitimize the
activities of polluting companies  without
encouraging them to adopt more environmentally
friendly technologies. Zhang (2021) notes that
obstacles to implementing the polluter pays
principle in developing countries include low
standards for collecting environmental taxes,
which are insufficient to compensate for the
economic and environmental losses caused by
pollutants emitted by fossil energy sources, and
fail to raise the relative benefits of clean energy
[23].

This analysis highlights the necessity for
more precise regulatory definitions and effective
economic instruments to address air quality issues
and ensure fair compensation for environmental
damages in Kazakhstan.

3. Fairness principles

Current standards include operators of
facilities of categories 1, 1I, and Ill, as defined in
the Environmental Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan [21]. Facilities categorized as 1V,
which have minimal negative environmental
impact, are excluded from the list of entities
required to make payments for negative
environmental impacts [19]. The criteria for
classifying an object into category 1V, as outlined
in the Instructions for determining the category of
an object that has a negative impact on the
environment, include the scope of activity, limits
on emissions, and noise levels [25]. While this
exception reduces the tax burden on businesses
with minimal environmental impact, it may
violate the principle of fair distribution of
responsibility for environmental damage. Moulin
(1990) argues that the presence of other pollutants
creates a negative group externality, meaning that
the cumulative impact of minimally impactful
pollutants can be significant at a regional or
national level [26].
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Taken together, research shows that the
polluter pays principle, when effectively
implemented and supported by other measures,
can positively affect air quality. Carratu et al.
(2019) highlighted the potential trade-off between
public finances and air quality, with fiscal
consolidation policies potentially limiting the
positive impact of fiscal

in air pollution control policies toward greater
support for market-based regulatory instruments

Abstract. In the contemporary landscape, organizations are placing significant emphasis on motivating and developing their
employees in order to remain competitive and achieve their strategic objectives. A well-designed motivation system not only ensures
employees perform effectively within the organization but also enhances their motivation for professional advancement.

The aim of this research is to identify the correlation between the motivation system at a leading oil and gas enterprise in Aktobe and
employees' career progression, as well as its impact on their work motivation. To accomplish this objective, efforts were made to
study the human resource management system within the enterprise, ascertain the influence of motivation on the work process, and
analyze the effects of incentives on career management.

A survey method was employed for data collection in this research. To ensure access to reliable information, the survey was designed
anonymously and distributed electronically. Despite the challenges posed by heavy workloads, time constraints, and employees'
limited proficiency with modern devices, feedback was obtained from a total of 187 employees. Using the results of this survey, the
SPSS Statistics program was utilized to establish the connection between the organization's motivation system and employees' career
advancement. Additionally, the study revealed a significant impact of the organization's motivation system on employees' motivation
towards work. Recommendations for improving the enterprise’s motivation system and increasing employee motivation to work are
also proposed.

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Abstract. In this article, based on international recommendations and scientific literature, the concept of multilevel governance, the
features of cros-sectoral and multi-layer governance are analysed, highlighting the advantages it creates, and the possible risks
associated with the involvement of different actors in decision making process. To better illustrate this in practice, the paper presents
a case study of youth policy formulation and implementation in Lithuania, which can be considered as one of the most successful
examples of multilevel governance in practice.

The article aims to identify: how the youth policy framework fits into the concept of multi-level governance; what actors operate in
this network; reveal why this particular area is identified as a good example of multilevel governance; and what has contributed to its
implementation success.

Introduction

In traditional democratic  theory,
participation has mostly been analysed and
conceptualised as the legitimation of political
decision-makers and government policy- makers
[1], but changes in public governance over the
past decades have altered the structure of the
public sector's decision- making process and
procedures, and have correspondingly changed
why, how and which interest groups are involved
in public governance. The aim of these changes is
to make democracy not only essential at political
level, but also to extend it to all spheres of public
administration, helping to ensure a more equal
society and to ensure the distribution of powers.

Trends in public governance, driven by the
participation of citizens and other stakeholders, are
creating networked structures and require new
involvement mechanisms for their engagement. In
this context, public sector institutions must ensure
professionalization of their management and
become more open and flexible [2].This issue is
high on the agendas of academics and expert
organisations, seeking to create recommendations
how this could (should) be implemented in practice.

In this study, multilevel governance is
understood and analysed as it is described in
recommendations of Council of FEurope: “a
cooperative model of governance which may
embrace international, supranational, cross-
border, national and subnational (regional,
intermediate, and local) levels of governance,
delivered with participation of the people, civil
society, and other organisations and stakeholders”
[3] and one of the essential purpose of it is to
“ensure coherent, effective and efficient policy- and
decision-making, and the exercise of public
duties” [3], based on the principles of good
democratic governance. So, as M. Saito-Jensen
describes, structure of public governance like this is
no longer monopolised by the state, opposite it is
shared between different actors at multiple levels

When analysing the characteristics of
multilevel governance, it is also important that it
should be understood not as a strict instruction or tool
for states, but like The Committee of the Regions
[5] describes it as ,,a dynamic process with a
horizontal and vertical dimension, which does not in
any way dilute political responsibility” and it
helps to increase joint ownership and
implementation of the policies. Main advantages
of multilevel governance can be summarized as:

e Provision of opportunities for capacity-
building and learning among different levels of
government [5].

e Encouragement of local
experimentation and innovation in policy design
and implementation, fostering diverse approaches
to problem-solving and policy development™ [5].

e Involvement of citizens at their interest
groups contributes to the formation of stronger
civil society, builds links and trust between
different sectors and shapes democratic
governance in countries [6] [7] [8].

e Institutions (government) gain legitimacy
of decisions and improve quality of their
performance [8].

e Multilevel governance can be evaluated as
a democratic opportunity offering alternatives for
the parliamentary and representative modes of
accountability [9].

But, as in every case, the implementation of
multilevel governance requires careful attention to
the “small details” of the process to avoid the
potential risks in the policy formulation and
implementation. Authors states, that worse policy
decisions also can be as one of the consequence of
citizen participation, if they are too much
influenced by opposing, marginal or very narrow
interest groups and coordinators of whole process
lose control of decision- making. Also, the
process of decisions in multilevel governance is
(can be) limited by some disadvantages, for
example process is time consuming, costly and
less budget is left for implementation of actual
projects [8].
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Failure to take this into account may lead to the
negative  effects of the multilevel
governance approach. For example, analysing
citizens control over decisions S. Arnstein [10]
points out that in addition negative aspects can
be: increased societal fragmentation, reduced
effectiveness of decisions, possible opportunistic
behaviour of certain groups of individuals
towards the disempowered, a lack of
professionalism and the inclusion of interest
groups, that may only serve as form of
manipulation of the power. So, in the multilevel
governance certain participatory practices may
differ from the conventional understanding of
policy, i.e. participation may not be about
changing policy itself, but about changing the
attitudes of actors, involved in the process [9].
Implementation of multilevel governance in
Lithuania is not a new and untested practice. Good
examples of multilevel governance
implementation can be found in various areas of
public policy, such as regional, social, NGO policy
formulation and implementation and etc. Also, its
added value and practical potential are clearly
seen in crisis management or situations requiring
commitment and involvement of all state actors,
for example support for each other and
coproduction activities during Covid-19 pandemic
situation, civil protection, actions dealing with the
illegal migrant crisis, reception of war refugees
and etc.

However, these practices are not analysed
in detail, identifying the reasons for success in
particular policy areas, which could contribute to
the development of general guidelines for its
sustainable implementation. Given this context
and the literature review, the study aims to present
good practices of multilevel governance in
Lithuania through the case of youth policy. The
case of youth policy was chosen as the best
illustration of multilevel governance in Lithuania,
because  the policy  formulation and
implementation based to multilevel governance
since 1996, when the National Youth Policy
Concept [11] was adopted.

Materials and methods

The chosen research methodology is based
on the approach that, for a long time, public
administration research has been dominated by
statistical research methods, but there has been a
significant shift from qualitative to quantitative
work since around 2007 [12]. The reasons for
this change are,
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that qualitative research seeks not only to describe
the current situation and identify the entities
involved in it, but also to explain the interaction
between those entities, the factors and causes that
affect it.

Qualitative research is often referred to as
case study research, which emphasises that the
research is based on individual perspective and
case-by-case analysis. This type of research
approach (also referred to as interpretive research)
emphasises the researchers' desire to interpret
phenomena in terms of the meanings given to
them by the people/cases they study [13]. Like
other social science research, case studies always
aim to study a single case or cases rather than the
whole. Then the researchers' goal is to describe
the phenomenon or explain why it exists or
occurs. Unlike other methods, case study
researchers also examine the context of the
phenomenon: the complex set of relationships
surrounding it [14], which means that this method
is suitable for investigating phenomena, when
large variety of relationships are included and
their interactions must be identified.

As already mentioned, to present good
practices of multilevel governance in Lithuania the
case of youth policy formulation and
implementation were chosen for analysis. Youth
policy is a cross-cutting policy that aims to address
the needs of young people across different public
policy fields. According to the Agency of Youth
Affairs [15] it can be defined as a set of systems
and measures aimed at creating the best possible
conditions for a young people personal maturity
and successful integration into society. This
system is based on support structures
(socialisation fields) that complement, in a
subsidiary way, the efforts of the individual and the
family in helping to prepare the young person for
an autonomous life (for example friends, schools,
universities, communities, NGOs, the youth
activity system ant etc.). Accordingly to
thisconcept, the case study design consists of:

1. Identification of how the youth policy
framework fits into the concept of multi-level
governance;

2. ldentification of actors operating at
different levels of governance and what their
interactions are;

3. To illustrate why this particular area is
identified as a good example of multilevel
governance implementation in practice and what
has contributed to its success.
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The case study is based on the analysis of
legal acts regulating youth policy, the structure of
the network of organizations operating in it, and
monitoring reports on the implementation of
youth policy.

Results

The European Commission White Paper on
Youth [16], states that young people face
particular  socio-economic  situations  and
conditions of the prolonged and more winded
transitions to adulthood. They stress the need to
put the open coordination method into practice
and to promote in all member states solutions of
youth problems involving all stakeholders and
young people themselves. In accordance with this,
EU Youth Strategies [17] are grounded on need to
promote active youth citizenship, social inclusion,
and solidarity, as well as for the improvement of
the situation of young people. Strategies includes
wide youth field, indicating eight areas of action:

Education and training, Employment and
entrepreneurship,  Health and  well-being,
Participation,  Voluntary  activities,  Social

inclusion, Youth and the world, Creativity and
culture [18]. That means, that “In the EU youth
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policy planning documents, youth is defined as a
priority from the social perspective, by
emphasizing the need to care for them as the
future human capital” [19], however, looking from
the perspective of multilevel governance it can be
stated, that young people should not be analysed as
those who are in need of some kind intervention,
but as those who, through their participation in the
policy, ensure its relevance.
The Law on Youth Policy Framework

[20] describes the structure of youth policy
formulation and implementation in Lithuania at the
national and municipality level, identifies the
actors and their interaction and responsibilities. As
mentioned before, in this area not only the
implementation in a multilevel governance and
participatory manner is ensured, but also the
horizontal nature of the policy-making process is
emphasized. Also, in this process young people
should be understood as active part of the civil
society, which can be directly involved in solving
issues they are concerned with and in the
implementation of specific activities and projects
[2]. The multidimensionality of this policy is
illustrated in Figure 1.

One of the best practices in youth policy is
that in addition to all this involvement shown in
Figure 1, actors are also empowered by the
different structural units created jointly from the
public sector institutions, organisations working
with youth and the representatives of
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the youth and youth NGOs sector. This is clearly
represented in structure of youth policy at national
and municipal level (Figure 2 and Figure 3).
Structure of national youth policy

The real tools for youth empowerment in
this framework are not only the involvement of
young people, but also formation of units such as
Youth councils (at national and municipal levels),
which gives a real power of decision making on
the setting of youth policy priorities, allocation of
funding, youth projects, proposals and legislation
on youth-related issues etc. Of course, this
requires additional attention from the coordinating
institutions and the competences of young people.
Addressing the possible challenges of
coordination,  transparency and  common
understanding, youth policy has a specific focus
on this. Interaction between different levels of
government is ensured in several ways. First of
all, in order to ensure the reflection of
international strategies in the national agenda, a
national working group on youth dialogue has
been formed at the national level [23]. It consists
of representatives of the Ministry of Social
Security and Labour, Youth agency, Yyouth
organizations and youth researchers, who ensure
not only information about goals of EU Youth
Strategies and the administration of related
activities, but also directly engage in consultations
with young people, promote their participation and
dialogue between politicians, young people, etc.
In order to ensure the sustainable
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implementation of the youth policy and
implementation of national level priorities in the
regions, the Methodology for the Evaluation of the
Implementation of the Youth Policy was adopted
in 2018 [24]. The Methodology sets out the
recommended youth policy tasks provision
processes for municipalities and the criteria for
their  achieved results evaluation. These
recommendations and evaluation criteria include
aspects of youth work implementation,
representation of young people interests, their
participation and empowerment at the municipal
level, etc.

As revealed by the research conducted at
the initiative of the Youth Agency [25], the
provision of these recommendations has
significantly contributed to ensuring targeted and
consistent implementation of planned activities at
national or international level.  Although
respondents differently identified significance of
recommendations in implementing youth policy,
there is common understanding, that these
recommendations allowed municipalities to assess
which activities should be developed the most and
helped different municipalities to understand in
which direction they should move forward, to
achieve common goals. Another  factor
contributing to  success is that these
recommendations often became the annual tasks
of the municipal youth affairs coordinator and their
implementation was (is) used to evaluate his, as a
civil servant, performance. Also,
recommendations as an official document helps to
ensure to ensure sustainable development of this
area and funding, in the absence of political will to
initiate or finance activities related to the youth
policy.

Analysing the practical implementation of
these recommendations in the field of youth
empowerment, although it is possible to see
positive changes compared to the first
assessments, there are some aspects to note (Table
1).

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In 2023, the average score of youth
participation, empowerment and
representation in municipalities evaluation was
3.21 out of a possible 4.6, compared to
3.07 in 2022. On average, in this area
municipalities have implemented 77% of the tasks
recommended to them in 2023, compared to
72.2% in 2022. Though these seem to be positive
trends (35 municipalities out of 60 have improved
their scores), there has not been a significant
change in comparison with 2022 because
institutions are orientated to maintain current
situation rather than to develop this area [26].
Therefore, it is likely that although there are many
good practices and high results in different
municipalities are demonstrated in this area, it
must be remembered that it also depends on the
political agenda and whether other actors will be
able to influence it.

Discussion and conclusions

As previously stated, changes in public
governance, moving from the centralisation of
power in institutions towards to the distribution of
power and the democratisation of governance in
all areas of public policy, are raising new issues
for governments, how to implement this, ensuring
transparency, accountability and solutions that
meet citizens' expectations. In this context, as one
of the most actively debated frameworks in
practice and academic literature multilevel
governance concept should be highlighted.
Multilevel governance helps to create the systems
essential for capacity building, mutual learning,
fostering innovation and making decisions that
properly reflect the needs of citizens. However,
this approach requires openness and willingness
from all actors (including public sector
organisations), as well as the readiness to
participate actively in these processes (commonly
agreed rules of participation and coordination,
transparency, human and financial resources, etc.).
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Youth policy formulation and
implementation in Lithuania is an excellent
illustration of multilevel governance, not only
because of the youth policy structure itself, which
reflects the integration of different levels and
actors, but also because of the content of the
policy design and implementation, which
emphasizes the development of young people's
capacities through inclusiveness, joint activities
with "adults”, and the real possibility for them to
have a direct influence on the issues of direct
relevance to them.

The success of it is determined by many
factors: first, it is an area in which multi-level
approach has been established for a relatively long
time, compared to other policy areas in Lithuania;
second - consistent work to ensure the
representation of different interests in youth policy
has been carried out, which is/was implemented
through the openness of the process, the creation
of formal structure, clear determination of the
process and conditions for participation; third —
clear links between different levels of
management and  monitoring of  policy
implementation results is ensured.

However, despite all the advantages and
examples of good practices presented, this does
not mean that developing multilevel governance in
all areas in Lithuania (or other countries) it is
necessary to create new mechanisms for their
involvement, special tools, etc. The most
important thing is to use the already existing
structure to focus on encouragement of the cross-
sectoral cooperation and the formation of social
capital based on trust.

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Abstract. The international community recognizes the 24th recommendation of the Financial Action Task Force on Money
Laundering (FATF) as one of the key tools in the fight against money laundering, terrorist financing and other economic crimes,
including corruption. The authors analyzed the implementation of this recommendation in 138 Member countries of the United
Nations, based on generalized assessments of effectiveness and technical compliance with FATF criteria. The top 5 countries
(Denmark, Finland, New Zealand, Norway, Singapore) where the level of corruption, according to Transparency International, is
minimal and 5 countries (Venezuela, Haiti, Turkmenistan, Nicaragua and Chad) with the high level of corruption have been studied.
Research limitations: Authors had limitations due to the fact that not all countries passed or did not complete yet mutual
evaluation process, only 138 countries' reports are available.

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Introduction

For a substantive understanding of the
research presented in this article, it is necessary to
understand the interpretation of the basic terms.

The Financial Action Task Force on Money
Laundering (FATF), which develops
recommendations ~ on  countering  money
laundering, is the main source of definitions of
"pbeneficial ownership™ in the field of countering
the legalization (laundering) of proceeds from
crime and the financing of terrorism. The FATF
Glossary defines: A beneficial owner is an
individual(s) who ultimately owns or manages a
company or other asset, or who receives
substantial benefits from assets owned by the
company.

The FATF defines itself as the body leading
global action against money laundering, terrorist
financing and the proliferation of weapons of
mass destruction. The FATF investigates how
money is laundered and terrorism is financed,
promotes global standards for risk reduction, and
evaluates whether countries are taking effective
action [1].

The FATF issues 40 recommendations,
which are a set of rules governing the activities of
the financial sector, law enforcement agencies, as
well as a list of measures to combat money
laundering and terrorist financing. Transparency
of legal entities has long been part of the FATF's
priorities, and this is defined in recommendation
24.

According to recommendation 24, countries
should:

1. Identify the types, forms and main
characteristics of legal entities in the country, as
well as assess the risks of illegal use of legal
entities for money laundering or terrorist
financing, and respond appropriately.

2. Ensure that sufficient, accurate and up-
to-date information on beneficial ownership is
available with prompt access by competent
authorities.

3. Competent authorities, in particular law
enforcement agencies and the Financial
intelligence unit, should have all the powers
necessary to obtain timely access to basic
information and data on beneficial ownership held
by the relevant parties.

4. All companies established in
country must be registered in the register of

the
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companies and information about them should be
relevant.

5. There should be a clearly defined
obligation to comply with the requirements, as
well as responsibility and effective, proportionate
and dissuasive sanctions applicable to any legal
entity or individual who does not properly comply
with these requirements.

6. Provide basic information and
beneficial  ownership  information  quickly,
constructively and  effectively  within  the

framework of international cooperation.

Many companies prefer to hide their
beneficiaries from the public. They may not
disclose his identity to the public, but at the same
time they are obliged to provide information about
himself to government authorities — this is
necessary to counteract the laundering of illegal
funds.

The beneficial owner can be absent only in
one case — if the organization is engaged in
charity or any other non-profit activity, that is, it
does not receive benefits from its activities.

It should be noted that the United Nations
Security Council, in its resolution 1617 (2005),
urges all Member States to comply with the
comprehensive international standards contained
in the forty recommendations of the FATF on
combating money laundering and the financing of
terrorism.

Why is transparency of beneficial
ownership important? Anonymity allows many
illegal activities, such as tax evasion, corruption,
money laundering and terrorist financing.

Information about beneficial owners is
crucial for competent authorities, especially law
enforcement agencies and financial intelligence
units, as it helps to identify persons in whose
interests suspicious activities are being carried out
and facilitates investigations. This transparency
also prevents criminals from hiding their identity.
However, ensuring the adequacy and accuracy of
such information can be challenging, especially in
complex ownership structures spanning multiple
jurisdictions. The lack of this information creates
serious obstacles for law enforcement and
competent authorities in conducting thorough
investigations and collecting financial information.
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The FATF notes that corruption and money
laundering are often inextricably linked. corruption,
such as bribery or embezzlement of public funds,
are usually committed in order to obtain illegal
funds. The process of money laundering consists
in concealing the fact that these funds were
obtained as a result of criminal activity.

The scale of theft and asset laundering in
the world is huge. The United Nations Office on
Drugs and Crime (UNODC) has estimated that
between $800 billion and $2 trillion are laundered
every year. At the same time, the role of
companies that are secretly owned or under covert
control, and other legal entities in the transfer and
laundering of money is significant. Corrupt
politicians used secretly owned companies to hide
their identity in 70% of the more than 200 cases of
"big corruption™ investigated by the World Bank

[2].

It is widely known that transparency of
information about beneficial owners is an
effective tool in the fight against corruption and
other economic crimes. This approach contributes
to the creation of a transparent and responsible
business environment that promotes the rule of
law and supports honest business practices.
Moreover, the world community continues to
solve these problems for a long time.

Numerous international organizations are
actively involved in improving organizational
transparency. The G20 leaders have committed to
adopt FATF standards on beneficial ownership,
and the G7 countries intend to strengthen
databases containing information on beneficial
ownership of companies. The OECD and the
World Bank have developed tools to help countries
assess risks and establish beneficial ownership
mechanisms that meet international standards.

The UN Convention against Corruption
(UNCAC) contains recommendations on ensuring
transparency of the activities of beneficial owners
in the participating States. Countries should take
measures to ensure access to information on
beneficial oWners, including additional
requirements for financial institutions.

The European Union has adopted several
directives, including the latest AMD updates,
which also oblige EU members to increase
transparency regarding beneficial owners.
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The OECD Mandatory Standards for the
Exchange of Information on Tax Residents (CRS)
are designed to exchange information about
financial accounts, including information about
beneficial owners. The United Nations
Convention against Cross-Border Organized
Crime (UNODC) supports cooperation between
countries in combating cross-border organized
crime, including measures to ensure transparency
of ownership.

The international community has created
various institutions and tools to combat various
economic crimes, including corruption and money
laundering. Considering that transparency of
ownership of beneficiaries is one of the important
tools in the fight against corruption, it is
interesting to see how well the FATF countries
ensure this transparency.

This paper is devoted to consideration of the
real international situation in this issue. For this
purpose, authors looking for the answers to the
following research question: implementing a
transparent system of beneficial ownership is
associated with a significant reduction in
corruption within a country.

Methodology

This study is primarily based on a literature
review, both national and international, focusing
on ensuring beneficial ownership transparency of
corporate entities in the selected countries. This
encompasses (but is not restricted to):

-mutual  evaluation reports by the
Asia/Pacific Group On Money Laundering (APG)
and the Committee of Experts on the Evaluation
of Anti-Money Laundering Measures and the
Financing of Terrorism (MONEYVAL);

-the 2012 FATF Recommendations,

-the 2013 FATF Methodology,

-the 2014 FATF Guidance on Transparency
of Beneficial Ownership, the 2019 FATF Best
Practices on Beneficial Ownership of Legal
Persons, and the 2023 FATF Guidance on
Beneficial Ownership of Legal Persons;

-the 2019 OECD  Guidelines on
Transparency of Beneficial Ownership;

- other relevant national and international
literature, as well as regional civil society and
media reports.

Literature review

G20 Members in their appeal against
corruption and the impact of COVID-19, urged the
successful enforcement of FATF Standards, with a
specific emphasis on addressing money
laundering and enhancing the openness regarding
the beneficial ownership of legal entities [3].

Global Witness (2020) believes that
anonymously owned companies are one of the key
tools used by money launderers and tax evaders to
hide their ill-gotten gains and taxable assets from
law enforcement and tax inspectors — and public
registers are a way of making this more difficult

[4].

Nadim Kyriakos-Saad (2019) point out, that
corruption and money laundering are closely
linked. Corruption offenses, such as bribery or
theft of public goods, generate significant amounts
of proceeds that need to be laundered - or
“cleaned” - to enter the financial system without
the stigma of illegality[5]. E. Ekwueme (2021)
agreed with all above and notes that it has been
realized that the two phenomena are intricately
tied to each other and can justifiably said to be
like Siamese twins. It is extremely difficult to
discuss corruption without including money
laundering because it has been found that most
proceeds of corruption directly or indirectly end
up being laundered [6].

At the same time, Ramandeep Chhina
(2022) notes, that beneficial ownership
transparency in regard to legal entities is
increasingly regarded as an essential element in the
fight against corruption. It is a tool for preventing
money laundering and countering the financing of
terrorism and tax evasion [7].

Verdugo Yepes (2011) comes to the result
that the higher the country's compliance with
FATF standards, the lower the percentage of
corruption in the country [8].

Jorum Duri (2021) remarks that modern
forms of corruption — as usually transnational in
nature. Beneficial ownership transparency is an
issue that has impact across borders [9]. The same
thought continues Maira Martini (2019) notes that
the primary aim of a global standard-setter like the
FATF to preventing the misuse of companies and
ensuring competent authorities are able to obtain
reliable information on their real owners in a
timely manner. The failure to ensure such
standards can have detrimental consequences to
all efforts at improving corporate compliance [10].
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However, as Jeffrey Owens, Rick McDonell
(2020) noted, registers are only as good as the
information they contain. If the information in the
registry is not accurate and verified, it is therefore
useless. Therefore, it is very important not just to
create a registry, but also to ensure the verification
of the information contained in it [11].

Tom Keatinge and Anton Moiseienko

(2020) point out that the quality of beneficial

ownership information in a given jurisdiction
was beyond doubt, this rationale would fade away.
But at present there are few
opportunities for understanding how well a
country is doing in terms of collecting and
verifying beneficial ownership information [12].
FATF President's remarks to G20 Anti-
Corruption Ministerial (2020) state that global
network need to plug the holes in
the availability =~ of  beneficial ~ ownership
information. Countries need to make sure that up-
to-date and accurate information is rapidly
available to authorities to enable them to stop
anonymous shell companies laundering funds

[13].

Richard Berkhout and Francisca Fernando
(2022) notes that the beneficial ownership
information also serves broader policy goals. It
aids in enhancing the business environment,
preventing tax evasion, supporting anti-corruption
measures by exposing hidden wealth, and
minimizing abuse in public procurement or
extractive contracts. A robust system for
maintaining  beneficial  ownership  details
contributes even to national security initiatives
[14].

And most experts believe that ending
anonymity is the key to fighting corruption and
other types of economic crimes.

Data interpretation

The  FATF established the  first
international beneficial ownership
transparency standard in 2003 and

strengthened it in 2012. To respond to the
significant misuse of legal persons for money

laundering, terrorist financing, and for
proliferation  financing in a number of
jurisdictions, the  FATF has recently

strengthened the international standards on
beneficial ownership of legal persons, to better
prevent and deter the misuse of legal persons.
Moreover, the past 20 years’ good results
have certainly been achieved, however the
Corruption Perception Index (CPI) for 2022
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shows the absence of any significant changes in
the levels of corruption over an 11-year period,
which indicates a steady stagnation in the
prevalence of corruption both within a particular
country and around the world [15]. This
prolonged lack of noticeable improvement or
deterioration suggests that the efforts to address
corruption or the implemented measures aimed at
its reduction may be ineffective or insufficient.

In order to analyze the extent to which
countries  have implemented the FATF
requirements for beneficial ownership
transparency, the authors reviewed 138 mutual
evaluation reports. We looked not only at the
technical compliance of countries' legislation with
the requirements of Recommendation 24, but also
at the extent to which these legislative provisions
are implemented in practice (the so-called
Immediate Outcome 5, under which the FATF
assesses the effectiveness of the implementation
of its requirements).

The main findings of this analysis are as
follows: none of the 138 countries have
achieved technically full compliance with the
standards, indicating that the existing legal

framework is inadequate. 30.5% of countries are
rated as " Largely compliant”, indicating
progress in legislation  with only minor
shortcomings. 55% of countries are rated as
"Partially compliant”, which indicates that
there are moderate shortcomings. 14.5% of
countries are considered  "Non-compliant™
which indicates there are major shortcomings.

Regarding the level of effectiveness of the
countries' efforts, it is obvious that none of the
countries received a rating of "high level" of
efficiency. This indicates the lack of effective
strategies and tools in ensuring transparency of
beneficial owners and the challenges of ensuring
access to such information.. Only 9.5% of
countries have a " Substantial level™ of efficiency,
these countries can serve as an example of best
practices for other countries. 43.5% of countries
have a "moderate level" of efficiency. 47% of
countries have a "low level" of efficiency which is
a significant part of the total number of countries
(138). This may highlight the presence of
systemic problems, ineffectiveness of measures to
combat money laundering and terrorist financing
in these regions.

The results of FATF Mutual Evaluations
reveal a generally inadequate level of
effectiveness in addressing the misuse of legal
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entities for money laundering and terrorist
financing on a global scale. For a sustained impact
in combating the illicit flow of funds, it is
imperative for countries to fully adhere to
international standards. The examination of
mutual evaluation reports highlights the
difficulties various countries encounter in the
technical and practical implementation of FATF
recommendations concerning the beneficial
ownership of companies. These reports indicate
that, in recent years, a majority of countries have
failed to review their regulations and take
measures to ensure that competent authorities can
promptly access adequate and accurate
information regarding beneficial ownership. As
international standards evolve, they now include a
requirement for authorities to maintain records on
beneficial ownership information for specific
types of legal structures, utilizing appropriate
registries, for instance.
The question “who is behind this legal
person” or rather “how easy is it to disguise who
is behind this legal person” becomes more
relevant when the specific transaction brings
significant risks of illegal activities [12]. To test
our hypothesis, we decided to select 5 countries
with low and five countries with high levels of
corruption. According to Transparency
International's Corruption
Perception Index, 180 countries and territories
around the world are ranked according to their
perception of the level of corruption in a
country, rating it on a scale from 0 (high degree of
corruption) to 100 (very low level). We
selected top five countries (Denmark, Finland,
New Zealand, Norway and Singapore) that have
a low corruption perception index, and five
countries (Venezuela, Haiti, Turkmenistan,
Nicaragua and Chad) with the highest levels of
corruption in the country.

Why do we use the rating according to
Transparency International?

Petr Janskya and Natalia Lib (2021) notes
that the most well-known indicator of corruption
perceptions is the Transparency International’s
Corruption Perception Index, even in research
field. They systematically reviewed some of the
best academic research in the field of economics
focused on corruption and found Corruption
Perception Index was mentioned in 30 papers
(20% of the 148 papers they reviewed). Moreover,
they used internet and academic journal search
engines to identify relevant data sources. They
searched for indicators of corruption that are
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similar to the Corruption Perception Index. One
such alternative indicator is the Control of
Corruption indicator, which is part of the World
Bank’s World Governance Indicators, and draws
on 22 data sources the ranks is closely to
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Concerning the chosen states, we assessed
them based on their evaluation report regarding of
the legal, regulatory, and institutional framework
within  each  country. These evaluations
specifically focused on mutual evaluation reports

Transparency International[16]. conducted by FATF and other FATF-style
Based on the research of the above- regional bodies.

mentioned authors, we decided to use the

Transparency International rating.

The table 1 presents the ranking of the top
countries with low level of corruption where,
according to their mutual evaluation reports, legal
persons and arrangements are prevented from
misuse for money laundering or terrorist
financing, and information on their beneficial
ownership is available to competent authorities
without impediments.

However, none of these countries has
achieved a fully compliant level of technical
compliance and at least a Substantial level of
efficiency, not to mention a high level of system
efficiency.

Denmark

Information based on the FATF mutual
evaluation report /Denmark Follow-Up Report —
2021[17]. Basic information about legal entities is
publicly available on the Internet in the Central
Commercial Register of Denmark, but information
about beneficial ownership is not disclosed.
Foreign competent authorities have direct access
to Dbasic information and information about
shareholders contained in the register. Law
enforcement agencies can
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exchange information related to criminal offences
within the framework of international mutual legal
assistance.

In  Denmark, there is no specific
information on compliance with the requirements
for legal entities. Sanctions under consumer

protection legislation, including fines and
imprisonment, are proportionate but rarely
applied, which limits the possibilities for
deterrence.

Finland

Information based on the FATF mutual
evaluation report /Finland Follow-Up Report 2023
[18]. Participants in the anti-ML/FT system
sufficiently  understand the  vulnerabilities
associated with legal entities and the potential for
the misuse of companies by criminals. Minor
shortcomings remain related to cooperation with
law enforcement agencies regarding information
about beneficial owners and the presence of
deterrent sanctions.

New Zealand

Information based on the FATF mutual
evaluation report / New Zealand Follow-Up
Report 2022 [19].

New Zealand has a comprehensive
understanding of the ML/FT risks associated with
legal entities and legal agreements. The
authorities do not have enough mechanisms to
obtain adequate, accurate and up-to-date
information  about  beneficial  owners.
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Competent authorities can access information
about beneficial owners; the timeliness of access
to such information seems to be a problem.
However, insufficient sanctions are applied
against individuals and for violating information
requirements imposed on other types of structures.

Norway

Information based on the FATF mutual
evaluation report / Norway Follow-Up Report —
2023 [20].

Norway has an extensive system of
registers of information on legal ownership and
control, which helps to prevent misuse and obtain
information about beneficial owners. The
competent authorities have free access to these
systems. Information on beneficial ownership of
Norwegian legal entities is not available in cases
where foreign legal entities or organizations are
involved in the ownership/control structure,
information on beneficial ownership is available
only in cases where Norwegian companies
participate in it.

Sanctions for non-compliance or the provision of
incorrect information are limited, and in practice
practically no action is taken to monitor or punish
legal entities or individuals for non-compliance..

Singapore

Information based on the FATF and
Asia/Pacific Group on Money Laundering (APG)
mutual evaluation report / Singapore: 3rd
Enhanced Follow-Up Report [21]. In general, the
system works, the competent authorities have the
right to access accurate and up-to-date basic
information  about legal entities through
accounting and corporate regulatory authorities
without the need to obtain a search warrant.

However, Singapore has not conducted an
ML/FT risk assessment for all forms of legal
entities. Of course, this has led to the fact that
participants in the national system lack a
consistent understanding of the risks associated
with legal entities.

table 2 shows the ranking of
countries with the highest levels of corruption, in
which, according to their mutual assessment
reports, legal entities and organizations are not
protected from abuse for money laundering or
terrorist financing. Only Turkmenistan and
Nicaragua demonstrate

their efforts to improve the technical compliance
system, which means that the internal minimums
partially meet the requirements of the FATF.
However, this is not enough.

Venezuela

Information based on the FATF Anti-
Money Laundering and  Counter-Terrorist
Financing Measures Bolivarian Republic of
Venezuela Mutual Evaluation Report 2023 [22].
The country has not assessed the risks of legal
persons and, therefore, neither the authorities nor
the reporting entities are fully aware or understand
the ML/TF risks posed by them. It is not possible
to determine whether financial institutions
maintain  up-to-date  beneficial  ownership
information and whether
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such information is available for use in a certain
location.

The assessment team did not receive
information on the extent to which other
competent authorities, especially law enforcement
authorities, have access to adequate, accurate and
up to date basic information and information on
beneficial owner and legal persons.

Haiti

Information based on the FATF Anti-
money laundering and counter-terrorist financing
measures Republic of Haiti Mutual Evaluation
Report 2019 [23]. According to experts, there is no
evidence that Haiti has any legal mechanisms for
transparency of beneficial owners. Haitian
authorities have not conducted any risk assessment
to identify, assess and understand the ML/TF risks
and vulnerabilities that are associated with legal
persons. Information on beneficial ownership
even company registry body’s records might not
be correct or current; the consequences of it can
bring huge problems. Because of these gaps Haiti
since 2021 in the list of jurisdictions under
increased monitoring are actively working with
the FATF to address strategic deficiencies in their
regimes to counter money laundering, terrorist
financing, and proliferation financing(grey list).

Turkmenistan

Information based on the FATF Mutual
Evaluation Report of Turkmenistan 2023 [24] The
risk analysis of the legal entities sector does
not contain information on specific ML/FT
risks; the practical understanding by the
competent authorities of the vulnerability in which
legal entities can be maliciously used for ML/FT
purposes is insufficient.

Sanctions are not proportionate and
dissuasive; information about beneficial owners is
provided only upon written requests, which
complicates the mechanism for prompt receipt of
information by foreign competent authorities.

Nicaragua

Information based on the FATF Mutual
evaluation report of the Republic of Nicaragua,
October 2017 ; Second enhanced follow-up report
of Nicaragua 2019 [25]. The vulnerabilities of the
types of legal persons and other legal
arrangements available in
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Nicaragua's legal framework have not been
assessed.
Although there is basic information

available for some types of companies, it is not
publicly available and it is not guaranteed that
such information is accurate and updated, which
makes it difficult for the competent authorities to
carry out investigations.

There is no sanctions regime that promotes
a permanent updating of information that allows
adequate access to basic information.

The beneficial ownership information is not
available, in due time and manner, to competent
authorities.

However, since the last assessment,
Nicaragua has made significant efforts to establish
the obligations of legal entities to keep up-to-date
and accurate information about the beneficial
owner, ownership structure and control, as well as
the obligations of companies to cooperate with the
competent authorities. So according to which it
has increased the rating is up to partially
compliance (PC).

Chad

Information based on the FATF July 2023
Anti-money laundering and counter- terrosist
financing measures Republic of Chad [26].

At the national level, the authorities have not
yet assessed the risks of misuse of legal persons
for ML/TF purposes. The competent authorities
do not have direct access to basic information on
registered legal persons. Such access is subject to
the presentation of a request or a mission warrant.
In Chad, there are no mechanisms for identifying
and collecting information about the beneficial
owners of legal entities. No sanctions have been
imposed for non-compliance with transparency
obligations by legal persons, either at the time of
establishment or during the life of the legal
person.

Discussion

Thus, each country demonstrates the
strengths and weaknesses of its measures to
ensure transparency of beneficial owners of legal
entities. While  some  countries  have
comprehensive systems and effective platforms,
there are problems with mechanisms for timely
information, international cooperation and the
application
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of deterrent sanctions, while in other countries a
system of transparency is just being formed.
However, given the lack of ideal systems of
transparency of beneficial owners, even in the
countries occupying the top positions in
Transparency International ratings (Denmark,
Finland, New Zealand, Norway and Singapore),
the situation in these countries is certainly much
better than in the countries occupying the bottom
positions  (Venezuela, Haiti, Turkmenistan,
Nicaragua and Chad) . It was necessary to prove
that in the first group of countries there are legal
mechanisms and a working system to ensure
transparency of beneficial ownership, although
with existing shortcomings they are still at this
level a tool to reduce corruption in the country.
Most importantly, the first and second
groups of countries already have a transparency
system, although the levels of effectiveness of the
systems of these countries differ, anyhow it is
possible to gradually introduce changes and
additions to make it more efficient and reliable.

Conclusion

The study has shown that the requirements
for combating money laundering and terrorist
financing, set out in the 24 FATF
recommendations, represent powerful tools that
help prevent, deter, identify, and investigate
corruption at both national and international
levels. These recommendations serve as a
foundation for creating systems capable of
ensuring beneficial ownership transparency,
ultimately reducing the risks of abuse and illicit
financing.

The analysis demonstrated that countries
with high positions in international rankings (such
as Denmark, Finland, and New Zealand) have
already implemented effective mechanisms to
maintain transparency, although they still face
certain challenges, such as the need for regular
data updates and improvements in international
cooperation.  Nevertheless,  despite  these
shortcomings, their systems function as effective
tools for reducing corruption and enhancing
accountability.

The more countries make progress in
ensuring beneficial ownership transparency— by
requiring up-to-date information about
beneficiaries at the registration stage and actively
cooperating on the international stage—the faster
individual national registers
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of beneficial owners will be able to become part
of a global registry encompassing all countries.
Such a global registry will become a powerful tool
for monitoring financial flows and will assist
countries in maintaining a more honest and
transparent financial environment. Global problems,
such as corruption and money laundering, require
joint international efforts to be overcome, as
individual countries cannot effectively combat
these challenges alone. Only by combining efforts
at the global level can we develop solutions
that help mitigate these threats and establish a
fairer and more transparent global financial order.
Beneficial ownership transparency, even with
existing limitations, is becoming an essential
component of this global pursuit of security

and justice.

Introduction dynamics of elements of internal factors in the
The definition of the term “state” is quite deep format of a certain territory, but also the
in essence, and should cover not only the mechanisms that give passionarity to the
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state-forming nation or ethnic group, that is, the
core, which is the source around which statehood
is built, and so on shapes its foreign policy, which
ultimately determines its place in the international
architecture of states. In this vein, important
aspects are national and religious identities, in
other words, traditions, customs, culture, religion,
which are extremely important and should
definitely be located at the very heart of the
concept of “state” [1].

In this regard, today internal political processes in
certain countries are acquiring an extremely
important role in formatting trends associated with
the colossal influence on public institutions of the
growth of national or religious identities, for
example, the coming to power of forces with a
pronounced nationalist bias or political parties
with a religious agenda (political Islam), which in
turn can significantly change the country’s
foreign policy course and then the overall
architecture of regional politics.

This article will examine the role of
national and religious identities in the formation of
statehood as such and the formation of
international relations of the state based on this,
and will also analyze such significant factors as
the influence of identities in the format of social
norms on the formation of the external agenda of
the state within the framework of current events
processes of globalization that call into question
the existing concept of the nation state within the
framework of the theories of international
relations of releaseism and constructivism.

Materials and methods

The methodological basis for the study
was the following methods: comparative,
empirical, historical, logical, content analysis,
event analysis. The study used scientific and
analytical books and online publications, as well
as scientific articles from periodicals. In particular,
textbook books by such authors as
A. Toynbee, S. Huntington, B. Buzan and M. J.
Shapiro were used. Moreover, materials from
famous authors specializing in the study of
national and religious identities were used: “The
Return of Culture and Identity in International
Relations Theory” written by Y. Lapid, F.
Kratochwil, “Global Politics: a new
introduction”, edited by J. Edkins and M.
Zehfuss, “International Relations: The Key
Concepts” written by M. Griffiths, T.
O'Callaghan, and S. Roach, “Scientific heritage of
Hanafi scientists of Central Asia
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and Kazakhstan” written by A. Muminov. The
books and articles of famous orientalist authors
who devoted their research activities to the study
of the specific cultural sphere of influence of
Islam were also used: “A History of Saudi
Arabia” written by M. Al-Rasheed, “Foreign
Policy of Iran after Islamic Revolution” written
by F. Soltani, R. Amiri, “Jihad: the Trail of
Political Islam” written by G. Kepel.

Identity as the basis for state
formation

Today, there is a debate in the scientific
community regarding what should be understood
by the term “state”. The first group, which
constitutes the bulk of the literature in describing
the “state,” draws on the political sciences on
the one hand and the sociological on the other. In
summary, analysis of the first group of literature
indicates that the cornerstone of this group is
based on the dichotomy between “state” and
“society” within any country, and on the attempt to
understand how these categorical units interact
with each other. The watershed separating these
two concepts leads directly to the definition of
“state” in Weberian terms, where the state and
society are considered as completely separate
phenomena, and the state is described only in
terms of political terminology. If we approach the
understanding from this point of view, then the
term “state” can be considered directly as a
managerial bureaucracy, in other words, a
“government” that has a monopoly on violence
[2, p. 646].

The second group of debaters comes from
the traditional approach of the discipline of
International Relations Theory. In this format, the
“state” is considered, in general, as a political-
territorial entity that exists in an international
hostile or friendly environment of similar entities.
Accordingly, the state is a subject of international
relations, in constant interaction with other
subjects of international relations, which is part of
a complex international architecture. In the
perspective of such a mechanism, everyone is
forced to consider the “state” not only as a
territorial socio-political entity, but also as a
subject that is influenced by other subjects of
international relations and international law [3, pp.
66-67].

At the same time, both points of view give
us the necessary objective content for ripening the
question of identity on which the state as such is
built. There must be a foundation -  ethnic,
religious, cultural,
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linguistic, which provides the concept of identity
and the right to historically justify its existence
and legitimacy in order to carry out actions in its
territorial operational space [4,

pp. 85-107]. Conceptualization of the identities on
which a nation is based occurs at the statehood
stage of any nation, and therefore, understanding
the “state” requires a comprehensive approach
and both the above points of view are important.

In this regard, the research of any state,
including its foreign policy, requires a focus that
carefully takes into account the nature of the state,
social norms emanating from cultural uniformity
or diversity, traditions and faiths, their
antagonism, hostility or tolerance, and not only the
type of government and the ideology of the ruling
Political Party. In “The Clash of Civilizations”,
Huntington places their civilizational nature as
the main determining phenomenon of the politics
of states, and his logic is nothing more than a
continuation of the logic of A. Toynbee and his
thoughts in the work “Civilization before the
Judgment of History” [5, pp. 33-48). Toynbee
not only legitimizes the global civilizational
approach to the consideration of the historical
process, including the political logic of states, but
also defines the axiom that any state, having
reached the apogee of its power and turning into
an empire, will always and everywhere strive to
impose on the world values of its civilization, since
this is essentially the purpose of growing its
identity [6, p. 116].

According to Buzan [3, 83-88], the
political form of organization of society can be
defined as a state if there are certain structural
components, the most important of which is the
basic ideology, which expresses the spiritual
component of the nation. This component can
largely determine the goals and objectives of the
state. For example, in all the republics that gained
independence after the collapse of the USSR, an
extremely important task was set - to develop their
own ideology, which would be based on national
identity. In  Kazakhstan, after  gaining
independence in 1991, attempts were made more
than once to form and express its national
ideology. The search for identity began with a
revision of historical facts and “blind spots.” We
can distinguish two main historical stages that
were used in search of support for strengthening
national identity: the first is the formation of
statehood within the framework of acquiring the
ethnonym “Kazakh”, the history of the
formation of
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Kazakh statehood within the Kazakh Khanate; the
second is the loss of independence, being part of
the Russian Empire and the USSR, in other words,
the history of the struggle and long journey of the
Kazakh people to their modern independence from
the anti-colonial uprisings of the 18th century,
further from the idealization of the Alashorda
movement to the sacralization of the December
1986 events.

Over the past three decades, Kazakhstani

scientists (historians,

anthropologists, sociologists, religious scholars,
political scientists) have done a tremendous
amount of work, each in their own field, in order to
restore the historical heritage and develop an
adequate national ideology. There are many
options and approaches, depending on internal and
external factors that put pressure on the formation
of ideology, but the main basis is the same: the
national identity of Kazakhstan is determined
based on its titular nation - the Kazakhs, therefore,
from a civilizational perspective, the territories
where the Kazakhs lived, and more ancient ethnic
groups according to Toynbee are defined as a
civilization of nomads; from the point of view of
geopolitical history, before the period of
colonization by Russia, the Kazakh Khanate is the
heir to the ulus of Jochi and the Golden Horde;
Ethnically, Kazakhs are identified as Turks;
religiously, they are Sunni Muslims of the Hanafi
madhhab with features of the ethnocultural
heritage of Sufi tarigats [7,
p. 216]. In historical and economic retrospect,
Kazakhstan, trying to comply with the spirit of
globalization, positions itself as an important
continental port of the world's first transnational
trading system - the Great Silk Road, declaring
itself a key partner of China in the implementation
of the ambitious "One Belt
- One Road" program [8, pp. 675-692]. Thus,
based on the significant components of ideology,
it is possible to determine the open declared goals
and objectives of any state.

Accordingly, if we take to account into
consideration, for example, at the ideological base
of such competing Middle Eastern states as Saudi
Arabia and Iran, the following picture emerges. In
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, objectively,
attention is drawn to the prominent religious
component, where religious identity plays a
dominant role over all other ideological aspects.
Saudi Arabia, in a civilizational, religious, and
historical focus, positions itself as the custodian of
two shrines of the Islamic world (the Sacred
Mosques in Mecca and Medina), thereby
presenting itself as the heir
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of Islamic civilization [9, pp. 39-69]. From the
point of view of the ethnic and linguistic
component — Semites and Arabs. In the historical
narrative of the formation of the Kingdom, a
serious emphasis is placed on the liberation of the
territory of the Arabian Peninsula, and most
importantly, Hijas, from the yoke of the Ottoman
Empire and the return of the Arabs to the fold of
orthodox Islam through the uprising of the Arabian
tribes of the central part of the Najd Peninsula,
inspired by the Puritan ideology of Sheikh
Muhammad ibn Abd al- Wahhab al-Tamimi - the
founder of the Wahhabi movement of the Sunni
branch of Islam [9, pp. 39-69].

Considering the above components,
despite all the modern reforms of the current
government towards the liberalization of the
country’s citizens, the developed oil industry
and the inclusion of Riyadh in the globalization
process, it is quite natural that the basic ideology
of Saudi Arabia remains, which determines the
country’s internal policy and influences the
external policy throughout the existence of the
Kingdom, where religious identity is a
fundamental factor.

Regarding Iran: the ideological base after
the Islamic Revolution of 1979 was built entirely
on the revolutionary agenda of Imam Khomeini,
and is consolidating the Shia bloc throughout the
region with anti-Sunni propaganda Regarding
Iran: the ideological base after the Islamic
Revolution of 1979 was built entirely on the
revolutionary agenda of Imam Khomeini, and is
consolidating the Shia bloc throughout the region
with anti-Sunni propaganda [10]. The main ethnic
and linguistic component of Iran is Persian; in
terms of geopolitical history, Iran is the heir to the
Persian Empire.

At the same time, Iran is a complex multi-
ethnic conglomerate where, despite the fact that
the Persians are the nation-forming component,
the Azerbaijanis and Kurds have potentially
enormous influence. Moreover, it should be noted
that historically the Persian Empire was ruled for
many centuries by the Safavid and Qajar
dynasties, who were ethnically Turkic, but by
religion Shi'ite Muslims [11, p. 2].

In this regard, Reza Shah Pahlavi failed in
building a nationalist path like Mustafa Kemal
Ataturk in Turkey, due to the ethnic ambiguity of
the regions of Iran, and Reza Shah sought to
preserve the monarchy with the message of the
imperialist past, while Turkey went through a
painful transformation
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from a monarchy to a republic. The year 1979
revealed the contradictory ideology of
monarchical Iran; the Islamic revolution became
the vehicle for the transformation of Iran from a
monarchy to a republic, but with a shift in
emphasis from national to religious identity.
Considering the rich  monarchical-
imperialist past of the Islamic Republic of Iran, as
well as the official ideology of Khomeinism, Iran
today is a religious Shiite project with the
imperialist ambitions of the Persians under the
tyrannical umbrella of which small nations are
awakening, beginning to dream of independence,
for example, the Kurds [12].
Thus, the ideological component of any
state reveals the main basis of the country’s
foreign policy; identity cannot be deeply veiled.
Behind the veil of international declarations,
treaties, agreements of intent for eternal
friendship  or economic unions, behind
situational strategic partnerships, it is always
possible to determine the deep true genesis of the
state, arising from its civilizational factor, cultural
layer, ethnic and religious norms and attitudes,
which sooner or later or in another form will
manifest themselves in the foreign policy of a
given state formation. The ideology of any state,
formed on the sources of national and religious
identity, is a marker of its hidden or open goals
and objectives in foreign policy. Further,
according to Buzan, the
structural components of the state, without
which it cannot be defined as a full-fledged
subject of international relations, are
management methods [3, pp. 66-67]. That is, if a
community is a state, it must have the ability to
carry out the functions of ensuring civil order,
distributing collective goods and protecting the
population from external threats. In other words,
the state must have a developed system of
bureaucratic apparatus, which should include
executive, legislative, administrative and judicial
powers, as well as an effective framework of
regulatory legal acts regulating  public
relations between the

population and government.

In addition, Buzan necessarily includes in
the concept of “state” such physical
components as population, natural and artificial
resources [3, pp. 66-67]. The first of them, the
main one, is a certain number of the population of
a specific ethnic, linguistic, cultural (religious)
group, since without a specific autochthonous
population as such, the existence of a state at a
given historical stage is not possible.

This principle is of utmost importance, for
example, at different historical stages, some
nations tried to carry out physical destruction,
ethnic cleansing, forced deportations of other
nations or ethnic groups, in order to deprive them
of claims to a certain territory due to their physical
absence on it or small numbers, as a result of
which the nation or ethnic group was unable to
organize itself into a political core and then into a
state.

In light of this issue, we can mention the
genocide of the Armenian population by the
military forces of the Ottoman Empire during the
First World War [13, pp. 21-52]. Some of the
latest striking examples: the ethnic cleansing of
Bosnian Muslims (Serebrennica) by Serbian and
Croatian militias during the collapse of
Yugoslavia 1991-2001. [14, p. 97]. Also in a
similar historical period, ethnic cleansing of the
Azerbaijani population took place by the military
forces of the unrecognized Nagorno-Karabakh
Republic of Artsakh, the events went down in
history as the “Khojaly Massacre” [15, pp. 233.
- 365].

In the modern period, one can note the
policy of apartheid and the unrecognized genocide
of the Arab population in the Gaza and throughout
Palestine, which has been going on for more than
half a century during the ongoing Palestinian-
Israeli conflict due to territorial claims against each
other [16]. At the same time, what makes this age-
old conflict unique is the fact that the religious
identity of the warring nations plays a key role
here. Ideological confessional justification for the
claims of the Jewish people to Jerusalem as the
historical Old Testament cradle of Judaism and the
Temple of Solomon, as well as the Arab Muslim
population as the third holiest shrine of the Islamic
world - the Al-Agsa Mosqgue. In addition, there is
also a historical claim by followers of almost all
branches of Christianity to Jerusalem as a shrine
where the founder of the religion, the prophet Jesus
(Holy Sepulcher), is buried. All of these listed
claim factors sharpen the religious identity of the
opposing nations, and, accordingly, religious
groups, making this conflict go far beyond the
framework of international law and international
relations with all their tools for resolving
international conflicts.

Thus, understanding the above
components, especially the ideological base,
which is formed from sources such as culture,
tradition and religion, and the physical component
(ethnic component of the population), which
should be included in the
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concept of “state”, implies that despite the
presence the vast majority of states have common
features in accordance with international law
(legislation, government, territory, economy,
membership in international organizations, etc.), in
essence they are fundamentally different. This
conclusion is  extremely important  for
understanding the nature of the contradictory
behavior of certain countries, despite their
possession of similar international legal external
characteristics.

Monopoly in the twentieth century of the
school of realism and neorealism in the science of
International Relations left its indelible mark in
the form of considering the “state” according to
the above-mentioned developed legal external
characteristics. The schools of liberalism and
neoliberalism with an ultra-globalist approach,
where economic aspects became the determining
factor in international relations, aggravated the
marginalization of ethnic, cultural, traditional and
religious components.

Definitions of the concept of “state” in
its traditional form, imposed by realists, which
seem so irreplaceable to us and formed the basis of
the science of International Relations, today in the
era of postmodernity and the crisis of globalization
and the model of neoliberalism, do not correspond
to new realities. Some scholars are increasingly
opposed to the use of traditional definitions of
"state”, and, moreover, express doubts as to
whether the "state" will remain as a principle
source of political power in the near future. As, for
example, Bartelson noted, the state is increasingly
being challenged by new forms of power and
communities that have become capable of
transcending the established boundaries between
internal and external factors, and therefore the state
in its traditional sense will be replaced by other
forms of political power, which, for example, will
be alien to the concepts of “sovereignty”,
“territorial affiliation”, “state ideology” [17, pp.
1-29].

Today we can observe what colossal
political resources transnational corporations can
possess, whose power is much more mobile and
has tactical maneuverability. States, unlike
corporations, where decisions are made only by a
board of directors, are burdened by borders,
constitutions,  parliaments and bureaucratic
procedures. The same corporate discretion is
observed in international criminal communities,
traditional
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communities and diaspora systems. A similar
system is observed in religious organizations, both
legal and terrorist. As a result, today the state as a
mechanism is not able to control TNCs, criminal
communities (drug cartels, illegal trafficking in
drugs, weapons, people, human organs), and
terrorist organizations. In a globalized world,
cross-border export of radical and destructive
ideologies is becoming commonplace.

Thus, components such as the ethnic
component (national identity), the confessional
component  (religious identity), which are
traditionally considered to be included in the
concept of “state,” today are increasingly
becoming de facto supranational components, that
is, going beyond its classical understanding. For
example, integration processes based on the ethnic
component (pan-Turkism, the Turan project, pan-
Arabism, the League of Arab States, etc.). Also for
example, integration processes based on religious
affiliation (Organization of Islamic Cooperation).
Moreover, the network and cells of religious
organizations, both legal and illegal, since
religious identity becomes a supranational factor.
For example, the Taliban movement, at present, is
no longer, as at the dawn of its formation, only
Pashtun in ethnic retrospect; today, after the
unification of the Taliban with the Hekmatyarites,
this movement is becoming more international and
complex (Pashtuns, Tajiks, Uzbeks, Uyghurs,
Khorezmians).

In addition, critics of the traditional
definition of the “state” argue that the
destructive effects of globalization will ultimately
lead to the fact that the “state” will collapse and
be marginalized, the peoples will again have to,
however, in a new capacity, comprehend the
classical stages of development: the traditional
tribal, urban republic and empires like Rome [17,
pp. 1-29]. If this is so, then a reasonable question
arises: why is the concept of “state” still used
and studied, as well as the factors of “identities”
considered as components of the “state”? The
answer may be thought on this matter: "the 'state'
is one of the most abstract components in
International Relations, but also the most central
concept” [3, p. 74]. In other words, when
explaining aspects of international relations, this
can only be done by criticizing or defending a
particular state, along with all the components
included in this concept.

Therefore, despite the elusive and
complex nature of the concept of “state,”
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researchers, especially from the school of
constructivism, making “identities” the central
object of analysis for a number of important
reasons, study them in the format of a particular
state. Since the state, as a behavioral unit, needs to

determine the nature of creation, due to
anthropomorphic aspects: life cycle, growth,
development, extinction, and this is clearly

analyzed through the prism of national and
religious identities. Also, the state, along with the
challenges - new subjects of international relations
(TNCs, transnational criminal communities,
terrorist organizations, etc.), is still the most
powerful unit of international relations and, in the
form of political organization, a universal standard
of legitimacy, which is built on the ideological
basis of the country. In other words, “identity”
is an essence, and “state” is a form of essence
and an instrument for implementing policy,
including managing the population in a specific
territory and coercing it.

The role of national and religious
identities as social norms influencing the
formation of the state’s external agenda.

The state, represented by the state
bureaucratic apparatus, can act in adherence to the
social norms of the population, or it can act in
relative independence from them. It depends on
how much norms play an important role, and how
much the state apparatus and elite depend on the
norms dictated by the cultural aspects of identities.

Thus, social norms are very significant in
explaining the foreign policy of countries,
especially traditional ones with a high degree of
religiosity and conservatism. The state, as
discussed above, according to some
constructivists, is an abstract concept, therefore, it
is difficult to predict its actions, since it is simply a
form, not an essence. Therefore, traditional
explanations of classical theories do not take into
account this essence, which is formed, as
mentioned above, from identities that at a certain
point in the historical period the population of the
country absorbed or developed.

In order to predict the actions of countries
that are highly dependent on norms, some scholars
resort to role-playing theory [18]. In each
individual case, the role-game theory approach in
international relations addresses specifically the
ontology of countries' foreign policies, focusing on
role concepts and social norms common in the
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countries analyzed [19, pp 8-10). Roles can be
defined as functions within a group of participants,
a socially recognized category. The collective
expectation regarding behavior for a particular
individual, right or wrong, is analyzed. A role is
derived as a “repertoire of behavior”, derived
from the collective and the individual, which
gives a certain response to certain demands or
provocations [20, pp. 23- 25].

It is necessary to understand that the state
consists of individuals bound together in a
collective political unit, however, in theoretical
discussions regarding the emergence of the state,
attempts to conceptualize identities at the state
level reach a dead end [3]. It is in such cases that
role- playing theory proves its value by offering a
model of international interaction based on the
influence of norms on fundamental state
institutions, as well as on the connections between
changes in  norms that occur due to
transformations of national and religious
identities, and, accordingly, foreign policy and
interests of the state. In such cases, the state
bureaucratic apparatus can only take the form of
arbitration and take on certain constituent
functions, similar to the powers of international
organizations, which, for example, are forced to
take into account certain characteristics of
different countries when interacting with them.

From the perspective of social role
play theory, such identity-based socialization can
be viewed as a role-playing process occurring
between actors in role- playing relationships in the
same ideological stream. Every role an actor
attempts to take on generates an opposing role to
form a relationship. There are also roles relative to
hierarchy in the international structure. In some
countries, for example, sovereignties are very
formal and limited; other countries have relatively
more independence, but must still be as flexible as
possible at all times. The theory of role-playing
games explains the behavior of countries whose
leaders are constantly forced to maneuver at the
intersection of factors of internal social normative
pressure  and  external  ones. Leveling
contradictions, coordinating competing demands,
where social standards based on the identities of a
given nation collide with external social standards,
this is all the normal state of states at the middle
level of the world hierarchy, where the bureaucracy
tries to maintain the functionality of the state,
which is above internal social standards, in
order to
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have the operating space of an international actor
[21].

As  constructivists  argue,  without
analyzing norms and clarifying a clear identity of
the nation, state actions will be incomprehensible
and inexplicable [22, pp. 51- 53]. Norms determine
the meaning of specific actions, and of course,
unwritten rules for a country's foreign policy,
which in some cases may be prohibited, and in
others, encouraging. Followers of the constructivist
approach argue that many states refrain from
conflict not only on the basis of such materialistic
factors as the balance of power, or economic
inexpediency, but because of certain social norms
and rules arising from the national identity of the
state, for example, the principled adherence to
treaties prescribed some religious rules as a
postulate, hence the practice of strict adherence to
international norms, and this is a key point in
explaining the foreign policies of some countries
[22, pp. 51-53]. In the identity- based approach,
the state is seen as inextricably linked to its
national or religious identities, and foreign policy
as an extension of a particular identity.

When studying the role of national and
religious identities in foreign policy formation, it is
important to reflect a theoretical framework that
explains the process of public policy change and
reveals the causal and determining consequences
of identities for foreign policy. It is necessary to
focus first on two important normative elements
that shape discussions about the possibility of
changing identities: socialization and normative
evolution.

Identities are social constructs that shape
the state as a social actor in foreign policy; states,
interacting with each other, create social reality.
Each state is concerned about its ontological
essence, since this means a conscious explanation
of itself, its image, to be understandable to other
subjects of international relations. In other words,
in international relations there are ontological
hypostases that each state operates on, proving its
right to exist, answering questions about its
content, ideology, values, and moreover, how this
state perceives others based on its values.

In such a perspective, national and
religious identities become a kind of symbols by
which the country and its significance for the
outside world are defined, which is nothing more
than a manifestation of the state’s foreign
policy. Identity itself is a historical construct,
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developed under the influence of internal and
external factors over a period of time, and which
became the source of the emergence of the state as
a set of public and bureaucratic institutions. Thus,
identity can be combined with the state image and
positioning of the state in the international arena,
and the possession of any status [23, pp. 3-5].

It should also be noted that over time,
identities as social norms tend to change,
strengthen or weaken. At times, at one time or
another in history, the leaders of certain countries
have attempted to influence the strengthening,
weakening or adjustment of national or religious
identities, taking into account a variety of
circumstances, economic, technological,
international, social, among others, in the context
of the changing power structure in dynamic
international relations [23,
pp. 3-5].

For example, Tlrkiye can serve as a
striking example. After the collapse of the
Ottoman Empire, at the beginning of the twentieth
century, Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, having come to
power, carried out large-scale reforms. In an
attempt to strengthen the role of social norms
associated with national identity, he weakened the
role of religious social norms [24, pp. 77-89]. At
the same time, today, a hundred years later, one
can observe how the new leader of the Republic of
Turkey, Recep Tayyip Erdogan, on the contrary, is
trying to restore and strengthen social norms
associated with religious identity, which naturally
relegates to the background the role of the social
norm of national identity built by Ataturk [25].

Another example is Iran, where until
1979, Shah Pahlavi, whose ideal was Ataturk,
tried, based on the experience of Turkey, to
strengthen, but unsuccessfully, patriotism based on
social norms associated with the national identity
of the Persians, and to impose a social standard of
secularism on an extremely religious population,
causing the opposite effect and rejection of the
population from Shahai's policies. However, all
this led to a successful Islamic revolution under
the leadership of Ayatollah Khomeini, who
radically strengthened the existing religious
identity of the population, building an absolute
theocratic state [26, pp. 106-135].

Also, social norms built on identities can
be a kind of guideline for state policy in the
segregation of states into friendly, enemy or
partner. For example, in the mid-twentieth
century, the social norm of Arab nationalism
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played an integration role between Arab countries
that took a course towards socialism in the
ideological form of the Baathist Party. For Iran,
after the Islamic revolution of 1979, the factor of
Shiite integration became extremely important,
which today involves the Shiite population of
Syria, Lebanon, Palestine, Yemen, Bahrain, the
eastern part of Saudi Arabia, some provinces of
Afghanistan and the southern regions of
Azerbaijan. Accordingly, integration with related
countries on the basis of a Turkic national identity
with a Sunni religious component has always been
important for Turkey. Recently, we can note the
facts of special strategic partnership and mutual
assistance between countries whose religious or
national identity has a common characteristic. One
of the striking and relevant examples is the
provision of financial and military support by
Turkey to Turkic Azerbaijan in the confrontation
with Armenia in the Karabakh war of 2020 [27].
Another modern example is Iran's military support
for the Bashar al-Assad regime in Syria, where the
ruling elite professes Alawism, one of the
branches of Shiite Islam [28, pp. 11-29].

The essence of such integration processes
lies not only in the strategic justification of their
ambitions by the leading countries and in the
search for a foothold, but also in the desire to
strengthen and preserve the identity to which the
powers appeal when pursuing their foreign policy.
Such countries, collaborating with countries with
related identities, strengthen the influence of their
social norm, both religious and national in general,
and in some cases even save it if it is in danger of
disappearing. In other words, identity with all its
social norms, to which the state appeals, can
determine strategic relations between countries.

Thus, it becomes clear that states operate
within intersecting social norms and historical
contexts that shape the national and religious
identity of a nation. As a result, their roles are a
priori either in a potentially strategic partnership or
in a potentially conflicting state.

Conclusion

Thus, when considering the role of
national and religious identities in the formation of
statehood and the influence of these factors on
the formation of the country’s foreign policy, it
becomes obvious that norms formed on the basis
of national and religious identities can be
extremely important aspects,
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and in some circumstances, key as for both
domestic and foreign policy of the state.

The core of a state entity is usually a
group of people who essentially represent a
particular nation and language, have or aspire to
have a certain territory as an historical homeland,
share common myths, culture, traditions, religion,
historical facts, have common rules, rights or
responsibilities for all members groups, and have
markers to distinguish them from other nations.
Thus, national identity is a set of concepts that
arose over the course of a historical period,
modified and somewhere adopted due to the
changing reality and necessary to determine the
collective character, gain sovereignty and common
will for the formation of a state with its own
internal normative field and concept, which is the
identifier of the nation in the external arena.

In this regard, the dependence of state
policy on national and religious identities is an
important factor not only for the analysis of
foreign policy, but also for determining the
historical conceptual paradigm of the state, its
collective idea of its own political values. In a
stable and mature state, where the bureaucracy and
elites do not ignore identities,
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but always try, through certain social institutions,
to analyze the processes associated with them and
create the conditions necessary for the self-
awareness of the nation, this can play a key role in
the adoption of internally verified and beneficial
for the country and foreign policy decisions. Elite
actions that take national and religious identities
into account during periods of regime stability can
pay dividends during periods of destabilization. At
a certain point, elites must always have an asset
that has a consolidating factor for society. In
foreign policy, based on the influence of identities,
the state will always be a potential opponent for
some, and a potential partner for other states.

Thus, national and religious identities
sharpen the internal policies and influence the
external ones that the state implements. At the same
time, foreign policy activities and identities can
have the effect of mutual correlation and
complementation. Interaction with other states
equalizes the balance of influence of identities,
provides a maneuverable opportunity both for self-
determination of the state in the external arena and
for becoming part of any international community.
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
